Having called upon the national banks
of thia country to eliminate the prac-
tlea of permitting overdrafts, Comp-
treller of the Currency Willlama (s ae-
termined that the institutions shall yut
his suggestion into effect.

In making this demand upon the
banks the Comptroller did not mean to
piace a burden upon the establishments
or curtall their business. He was glriv-
Ing not only to preclude the lossrs that
frequently result from overdrafts, but
also to make the vast sums which have
annually been tled up in overdralts
without consideration to the banks,
vield a return. '
