NEW JERSEY BOOM

WILSON OPENS

Campaign Begun From Head-

quarters Hired by Dem-

ocrats for Elections Last Fall

TRENTON. N. J.. Feb. 13. Although
President Wilson may not have meant
to "stnrt anj thing" with respect to a
Hceond term when he tttld In his In-
dianapolis speech that the people
mlnht later on have an opportunity
to render a decision on his accom-
plishments, the Democracy of Now
Jersey certainly has started out with
the single purpose of accomplishing
that which the President disavowed.

The State committee, prior to tho
fall election, took quarters here In a
building on West State not far from
the Capitol and past which all the
politicians must go on their way tc
the seat of the Stale government.

The puiposc of establishing these
quarters last fall was not for the pur-
pose of Issuing campaign literature
and helping keep New Jersey in line
in 19M so much as It was to begin
the fltjlnt that the Democrats of the
State Intend making In 1916 to return
Woodrow Wilson to the President's
chair.

So, whether or not the President's
remarks at Indianapolis recently bore
the significance that some gave thorn.
New Jersey has alroady taken the In-

itiative in this matter. True there Is
not over much activity in the commit-
tee's offices here at present, just a
stenographer or two bundling the
mall, but In tho vindows hang pic-
tures of the President, so that "he
who runs may rend" the purpose of
the establishment, to he the re-no-

nation and of Woodrow
Wilson in 1916 aa President of the
United States.

Declares An
Expert

While the desire to write photo- - ,
Play scenarios is probably tho rnoat
general ambition the pictures have
Inspired among the. populace, there Is
another desire awakened In the
breasts of almost aa many of the
patrona-especla- lly of the younger
generation. They all believe they
can act, and If Klven the proper kind
of instruction, would easily devedop
Into stars. Thcv see Mary Plekford
and Blanche Sweat and King Baggot
and Arthur Johnson, and the rest
of them no through their parts on
the screen so easily and naturally
that It seems to them acting mutt bea very simple thing.

The fact that these people do theirwork with such apparent ease, asideirom being one of the reason's they
are such great stars. Is duo largely
to the hard work they have done Incultivating a natural talent for suonthings, but the simplicity and aban-
don with which they do ft haa given
rise to the establishment of a num-
ber of "Institutions" In the sameclass as the photoplay
schools schools that guarantee toteach people how to act and get
them lobs with film companies In a
fe- - thort lessons. Most of theseschools are simply
schemes. There may be a way to
teach people how to act whethertlicy have talent or not but very
few experts have found It.

William Lord Wright, the photo-play editor of the Dramatic Mir-ror, who haa been going after anumber of schemers who deludephotoplay patrons with false hopes,
direction of the photoplay schools ofacting. As there have been Innu-
merable queries coming; Into this of-
fice on the same subject from whatwe might call screen-smitte- n young
people In Washington, his remarksare most Interesting. Mr. Wrightstates:

"A little girl back in Illinois wantto know how she 'can become a mo-
tion picture actress.' Or.' she adds.If it is not possible for me to get a
chance In a studio right away, whatschool for photoplay acting wouldyou recommend?'

"There's a bit of tragedy in the
rctiuists for 'names of reliable
schools that the trade papers anddally newspaper photoplay editors
receive with regularity. The tragedy
lies in the fact that the editor feelspractically certain the screen-struc- k
girls and boys will not accept hla
well-mea- advice.

"But here goes. In the first place,
we know of no reliable school thatadvertises its ability to manufacture

that's the word motion picture
stars. There may be such things
but If so. they are keeping their
Identity pretty well concealed. If
you really want to study acting, the
schools for the legitimate stage will
be of assistance to you, but theri T

know you'll be badly disappointed
when you find that they do not make
the feather-braine- d claims- - of the
shysters. You'll probably a1to be
sorely disappointed to learn that the
legitimate school for acting demands
sincere, earnest work, and years cf
study there is no one-nig- ht process.

"No photoplay acting school of our
acquaintance and we've looked int"
a good many has a man connected
with it who earned any more than
his salt in a picture studio. We've
had some of the profosaors seek our
assistance to get positions for them-
selves as 'extras.

"Another 'professor' knew so lit-
tle about motion pictures that he
spent an hour of argument trying to
convince three of the best-know- n

stars on the screen that he could
make picture actors of them for ill.

of getting into the game. So we
have, and we'll tell you why.
