Brooklyn Divine Finds Evidence

of World's Improvement in

Press of Today.

BROOKLTN, Feb. 20.-- The Rev. Dr.
E. II. Barlott, In an Interview, today
said:

"If newspapers had been in existence,
the Sermon on the Mount would have
been published In the Jerusalem Gazette,

and all the Palestine newspapors

stituency.

"I have been reading hundreds of
newspapers from the East, West, North,
and South, reading not only headlines,
but also fine print, and In the little
type I found tho greatest encourage-
ment of my fnlth.

"What did I find? That human lifo
Is growing more and more sacred. I
note the published record of the Penn-
sylvania railroad 188,000.000 persons car-
ried last year and not ono passenger
lost In a railroad accident. The lowest
death-rat- e In the history of New York
was reached last year. A course In
motherhood Is to be opened In the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh for all mothers.
The eleventh child labor conference re-
ports new gains. Seventy-thre- e pris-
oners have been transferred without
shackles from Sing Sing to Auburn, and
the men In Sing Sing are being treated
as though they were human- -

"Newspapers tell of the Increase of
rightly directed charity. A tlpless dance
hall for those of moderate means has
been opened by Miss Anne Morgan. The

lodging house opened a year ago
In Chicago, has proved a big success,
and a chain of them Is to be establish-
ed through the cities. A system of
loans for the poor has been arranged. A
movement has been Inaugurated this
week for starting adult schools In this
country, patterned after the successful
schools for grow In Denmark.

"Heroism Is alert and active. The
records of common people from Maine
to California, who havo celebrated gold-
en weddings, birthdays, anniversaries,
etc., whose names have been In very
tine type In the thousands of newspapers
prove that gratitude exists and love Is
warm and tender. The record Is that
the avtrage people are keeping the path,
and that the current Is strong towardright and duty.

HALF MILLION IN

PRISON EVERY YEAR

Arizona Parole Clerk Is Trying

to Have Restrictions on

Their Mail Removed.

NEW YORK. Feb. 20. Five hundred
thousand persons, it is estimated, pass
throuuh American prisons every year;
this Is tho statement of J. J. Bandera,
parole clerk of the Arizona State prison,
in a pamphlet, entitled "Prisoners'
Mall" which is being widely circulated.

The object of the pamphlet Is to aid
In bringing tho prison and other au-
thorities of tho various States to what
Mr. Sanders considers a more enlight-
ened sentiment and practice regarding
the right to write and receive letters,
and to receive and read newspapers
and magazines. That Mr. Sanders ts
very much In earnest In this matter.
Is shown by the following paragraphs
from his pamphlet:

"Everything that encourages thought
and forces In man vo become active,
in a constructive way, should be em-play-

In schools, prisons, and all In-

dustrial enterprises. The prison should
be a school where the humane are
trained physically, mentally and mor-
ally, to make of them bigger and bet-
ter beings, and It should not be a place
where the state exploits Its defectives
for financial gain. As well, require the
public school to be g. Tho
government that falls to do this is on
Its way to take Its place among the
dead empires of tho past.

Free Mail Privileges Rare.
"The Privilege of writing and receiv-

ing letters Is greatly restricted in tho
gieat majority of American State pris-
ons. A few of the States allow free
and unretrlctcd mall privileges. No
Prhon riots occur in the States that
grant Uie InmateB the privilege of writ-
ing as many letters ab they desire to
their friends and relatives. The reason
is simple, for their minds are filled with
wholesome and elevating thoughts.
Nothing will make a person more mo-
rose and sullen than to be denied the
God-give- n liberty of communication
with his loved ones and his own dear-e- n

Irlends. The wonder to me is that
there are not more riots in the penal
institutions den.lng tho inmates the
privilege of communication with their
friends w believer they desire. Put your-e-e- lf

In the place of the one who ts de-nt- rii

the right to w rite and receive let-
ters, magazines, and newspapers. Inten das of such treatment you would
bo a fit btibjcc for the alienists, yet
Stato o'rnments, expect to make per-
sons lit for the day of liberty by these
insum and abominable restrictions. Let
there be light, was the greatest thought
on record in this universe. It Is time
for the poweis that be In Americanprisons to let there be light within pris-
on walls.''

Unlimited In Arizona.
In the Arizona State prison, where

Mr. Sanders is parole clerk, inmates are
allowed an unlimited dally mall priv-
ilege. All the leading magazines and
periodicals, and several of the leading
daily newspapers are subscribed for by
the .State. These are turned into the
library fo- - use of all tho prisoners.

New York State has recently removed
mail restrictions as to prisoners. These
regulations limited the number of letters
a prisoner could write. In Ohio inmates
are divided Into four grades. The men
in the first and second grades als allow-
ed to write three letters a month, and
receive all letters sent to them. They
are allowed the current magazines, dally
papers and periodicals. The men In the
In the first and sccod grades aro allow-t- o

write any letters or receive any.
Neither are they allowed the dally
papers, current magazines or periodicals.
In the Virginia State prison the men. are
allowed to write one letter every two
months and to receive all letters sent
them. They are not allowed to read
newspapers of any description, but are
allowed the current magazines and per-
iodicals.

Mr. Sanders' pamphlet has many such
crisp and pointed paragraphs as this:
"The object of putting a man In prison
is two-fol- d : First to protect society, and
second, to make the convict a better
man. And certainly, breaking off all
communications with the outside world
does not make for human evolution."
