In urging action on such a bill the
House committes says In part:

“What we need In Washington Is an
Institution not ko much to multiply
“holara as to develop sacholarship; not
to temch learners, but to produce re-
search workers; not so much to dis-
seminate knowledge already known, but
to cultivate the power to find what is
yet unknown.

“Buch an Institution will not interfere
With nor supersede the hundreds of in-
stitutions already existing, but it will
supplement them.

“It will be In & unique sense our uni-
versity, and will develop the sense of
pride and demotratic support not now
h-ll by anv Institution,

“NotL only this, but It will most cer-
tainly becoma the most metropolitan in-
stitution, patronized by “the Iargest
groupa of students from all proneul\re
coumrlel in the world.”’
