Mrs. Arthur M. Dodge,' Head of

Anti-Suffra- ge Forces, A-

"These who are opposed to woman
suffrage are criticised by the suffragists
for their unwillingness to Join the new-

ly formed woman's peace party. Many
of us are members of oxlstlns peace
societies which welcome
of women as members, and we consider
the formation of a woman's peace or-
ganization not only superfluous, but
uhwlte.

"It seems to the opponents of woman
suffrage as If politics, not peare, were
tho first object of this new organisa-
tion started by suffragists with suf-
frage officers, a suffrage plank tn Its
platform, and an obvious pronmble,
which states that even those who can-
not subscribe to all tho planks are
welcome.

"Wo ts believe that the
war spirit cannat bo eradicated by
legislation. The abolition of war must
come through educating the people to
a higher spiritual 6ense."
