Special Service To
'Supply Film To

Churches and
To Schools.

An important departure from the
usual in the motion picture indus-
try has been made In New York
city recently which would seem to
be easily adapted to Washington. It
involves the furnishing of a film
service to churches and schools, and

, Is the most practical of the many
plana that have been experimented
with during the past year or two.

The service has been organized
. under what Is known as the church
and school service bureau. The de-

tails of distribution are being cured
for by the Universal Film Company.
Under the terms of the agreement
with the bureau tho fllm company
places all educational, religious and
sociological dims under the direct
charge of the bureau's representa-
tives, tho Universal company de- -

derstood, are to be established In
seenty cities of the country, but at
the present time New York Is the
only city that has been organized.
Something of what the bureau is
doing theic, as an Indication of
what it proposes to do elsewlioro, Is
contained In a statement issued a
day or two ago.

"It was said at the offices pf the
Church and School Company that
the business of the oiganization
was constantly increasing and that
tho orders the past week had been
four times as many as those of any
preceding week. Some of these
churches have their own machines,
but rent the (Urns, while others
rent the machines, booths, and
screens from the Church and School
Company.

"The cost of the complete service
Is $12 to $15 a week, according as. a
large or small muchlne is chosen.
Tho plant is permanently installed
and the contract usually calls for a
season of forty weeks. During that
time live films per week a.ro furn-
ished, one religious, ono educational,
one travel or missionary, one socio-
logical and one dramatic, or humor-
ous. The machine is also kept In
repair.

"The outfit consists of the ma-
chine, a fireproof booth, and a
screen. If the church wishes to buy
its own machine it can be had for
from 1100 to $175 for the small ones
that can be used without a booth to

$300 to $370 for the largest machines
with Ijooth. The reels then rent
for from $1.75 upward per day.

"Many Inquiries have come In from
schools and other Institutions as well
as from churches, and it Is believed
that a great future awaits tho move-
ment. Tho company was organized
about eight months ago."
