FOE, EXPERT SAYS

F. R. Coudert Says Tribute of

$5,000,000,0Q0 Could Be

Levied on City in Ten Days.

NEW YORK. March 19. New York
city will bo forced to pav X5.O0O.OO0.00O In
tribute ten days after war Is declared
upon the United States by any flist
rate power, said Frederic R. Coudert.
specialist In International law, and a
member of the National Security
League, last night, addressing a gather-
ing In the ColuiTibla University Club on
"National Defense Needs."

Tho lawyer followed his statement
with figures of tho ountry'a military
and naval deficiencies and showed how
an Invading force ould overrun New
York and Its vicinity almost regard Ivss
of the forces America could offer In
opposition under preheat miUtnty con-
ditions.

"It has been announced by the gen-
eral staff." said Coudert, "that 100,000

men could be landed in the vicinity of
New York In ten days. Thoic arc at
least four large countries which are so
supplied with merchant marin facili-
ties and transport service that they
each could ship 250,000 men to our shores
at one time.

"Those troops could be landed with-
out serious opposition at Southampton,
L. T.: Buzzaida Bay. Mass.. or on thNew Jersey coast. Our navy could bo
boxed up and would not have to e de-
feated. Tho enemy's Infantry would
have little trouble taking our coast lino
forts.
