MORE PLAZA AWARDS

Byi i

Amount Involved in Executive's
Last Action' Will Reach
$190,000.

J'rcBidcnt "Wilson today approved tho
awards aKBrepatlns $190,000, made by tho
plaza commlslon In eqimro 723 of tho
district between the Capitol dnd Union
Btntlon, which In belns acquired by tho
Uovernment for park purposes. Pay-
ments will be made to the property
owners In this square as soon ns legal
transfers of holdings to the Government
arc made. Awards of W0O.OO0 have been
made thus far by the commission by tho
commission In four of the nine and a
half squares to, bo acquired, and total
payments to owners aggregate $$50,000.

The commission next will take up some
of tho squares in which the Ualtlmoro
and Ohio railroad Company Is a heavy
owner, and where a hard fUht by tho
railroad to restrain tho commission from
reducing tho amount of nwards former-
ly made to the Baltimore and Ohio Is
expected. Former condemnation pro-
ceedings were rejected by the President,
delaying tho park Improvement work
two years, on protest of Chairman Ben
Johnbup, of tho House District Commit-
tee, that awards to the rallrond eom- -
pany for Its plaza property holdings
were iou large.
