“eartel” methods in the ¢ffort of the
United States to gain world trade he
opened a rather new line of thought
for American bugsiness men,

Chairman Davies, first and fore-
most, may set some folk thinking
who entertain the kindergarten idea
that all combinations are destructive
to competition and nécessarily op-
press the consumer. He calls to mind
the*fact that there are certain ad-
vantages, especially in international
competition, that the combination
may make possible.

His citation of the “cartel” system

THE END OF THE TURK

Of one thing it is safe to feel rea-
sonably assured, and that is that this
war will mark the end of the Turk in
Europe, He has been retained there
by reason of the incapacity of Occi-
dental “civilization” for some cen-
turies to agree on the time and man-
ner of his expulsion. He has given
the lie to Europe's claim that it rep-
resented the world's enlightenment;
he has made the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries wonder whether
they -were not the fifteenth and six-
teenth.

But the Turk is to go; and that
alone will be an achievement worth
while. Whether Slav or Teuton
shall be the dominating power of the
present century, Europd will not
suffer very gravely; but Europe is
entitled to be civilized, in moderation
at least, throughout; and that it can-
not be with the Turk still retaining
his foothold.

Without doubt the naval expedi-
tion of the allies against the Helles-
pont was ill considered and not
properly backed by military force.
There was no proper co-ordination of
the naval and the army efforts.
There was a pitiful miscalculation of
the power which German engineer-
ing had built into the supposedly
anachronistic fortifications of the
ancient waterway.

But the allies have learned their
lesson. They are bringing armies
from both west and cast to outflank
the fortresses, and the Gallipoli pen-
insula is right now the scene of a
series of maneuvers that will at last
result in the defeat of the Turk. He
cannot stand up to the final test of
his real capacity against that of
the new and the genuine civilized
It is a wonder-
fully cosmopolitan gathering of In-

tives of modernism gathered in frag-
ments from all over the world—that
has been brought to drive out the
Moslems; and it is going to finish its
task because to fail would be a
peculiar humiliation. Constantinople
is worth all it will cost. Europe can
be put in the way of real reorgani-
zation when the Balkans are
snatched from the shadow of the
crescent; and the Turk, the Balkans,
the possibility of an Asiatic element
one day being the pivot in Europe's
affairs, has been the gravest, the
most persistent menace to Occidental
civilization since before the discov-
ery of America.

No matter who gets Constanti-
nople. Not" much more matter,
whether the Turkish empire is dis-
membered, or who gets the parts.
The fact will stand that the Turk
has at last been driven off the soil
that has painfully produced during
the last two thousand years the
world’s finest flower of civilization.
That will be one real achievement of
this war.
