Austro-(}:rman Armies
Will Attack Galician
Fortress, Says Berlin

BPERLIN (via wireless to London),
May 18.—Gen. Mackensen's victorlous
armies ara within striking distance of
the Gallclan fortress of Permysl. By
dashing attacks agalnst the Russian
flanks, the Austro-German wings huave
occupled positions eighteen miles north
and the same distance south of the [or-
tress.

The Russian at-
tempt to plnrms'thr- Carpathians has
bean completely ecrushed, according to
official dispatches.
