Admiral Howard Reports Native

Troops Now Have Indians
In Check,

MURDERS NOT CONFIRMED

Cruiser Raleigh at Guaymas and
New Orleans Is on Its Way
to Scene.

First definite reports of conditions re-
#arding the Yaqui Tndian outbreak near
Guaymeas, Mexico, racelved today from
Admiral T. B. Howard, in command of
the Pacific flest, fendicate that the alt-
uation s mors hopeful, and frmadiate
landing of marines wil] not ba necessary
to eave American llves.

Admiral Howard's report containe no
%onfirmation of the reported killing of
Americans. e states that the Mexican
troops, which at first faileq to take ao-
tive steps toward putting down the out-
break, now are holding the Yaquis in
checle,

Tre orulser Ralelgh is at Guaymas,
twenty miles from the disturbancs, and
the New Orleanws s steaming to that
Point, In case It is necessary to land
Tarines. This, however, Admiral How-
ard olearly states, will not be necessary
Unless a renewal of the hostilities oc-
curs,

Three Americans Killed.

Uneonfirmed reports tell of the kill-
Ing of thres Americans, wounding of
another, and the killing of several
Blexicans by the Yaquls, who are wall
armed., Fifty Americans, Including
several women, ars among the col-
ony battling with the Indians, who
are enraged at being kept off thelr
former lands In the rich Yaqui river
valley of Sonora, according to a dia-
patch,

At Ures, a villags west of Hermo-
sillo, nine Mexicans were killed by
another band of Yaquis. Tha prin-
cipal fighting, howaver, has been
about Esperanza, where the Ameri-
cane have valuable concessions.

The Yaquis are not understod to be
aligned with either the Villista or
Carranzista factions,

Reports confirming the killing of J. J.
Donovan, Jack Wilson, and W. A, Fay,
Apwricans, and several Mexicans by
the Yaquis were recelved from the
American consul at Hermoaillo. The

MYSTERY SHROUDS
DUAL DEATH PACT

Rich Newark Man's Son, Aged
18, Kills His Bride and Then
Self in Hotel.

NE WYORK, May 16 —Arrangements
wera made today for the burial of
elghteen-year-old Harold W. Ault and
his bride, the victime of a sulcide
pact whose bodles were found In the
St. Regis last night, but no solution
of the mystery has yet been glven,

From the letter written by the young
husband to his father, Charles H. Ault,
of Newark, it is apparent that the
cdouple agreed to die together,

The father, who is vice presldent nf
a large Ink concern, thinks his son
was & drug victim. He says he was
on the best of terms with his daugh-
ter-in-law.

Young Ault shot his wife and then
himself after writing several letlers
to his family.

For & few hours aftar dinner the
young coupls started writing farewell
letters to their friends. They wrots to
Eether Ault, the bridegroom’a sister,
and to his father., They also wrots Lo
George C, Ault, of Nwark,

Other letters were addressed to the
Hotel Ingletemre in Havana, to Miass
Bertha Tichnor, Byracuse, and o Charles
L. 1ngles, of Nfa.rlovao. Cuba.,

In one of theee Iletters the bride

loved him, and

wrote:
¥ ] lived for him, 1
now I am going to die for him."

This passage wna noted by one of the
servants, who entered the room befora
the sulclide and saw a freshly written
letter Iyving on the desk,

Finally a note was written to O. C.
Bevis, manager of the Bt, Regis, re-
questing him to Inform the elder Ault
of the tragedy. A business card. bhear-
ing Charlea Ault's nams and address,
was pinned to this nots, so that no mis-
take might be mads

Ault went about his work of de-
atruction In the coolest way, to Judge
from the conditien of the room. Not
A& bit of furniture was out of placa,

There wae no gign or any struggle,
The girl nhn{;rl{ dropped to her kness
and permitted him to end her life. Rhe
was found In the attituds of prayer.
He was found on his back, clad In his
overcoat, with his arms outstretohed.
Hoth had dled Inetantly, It appeared.

The two bulleta which ended thelr
liveh were found on the floor besids
them.

When the pollee and othear offleials
ended thelr examination of tha hodies
and of the proparty in thes room they
sald that 48 cents an Aa eoupla of 2.
cent stamps were all they could find, In

addition to Ault's gold wateh and chain
and a dlamond scarfpin and the bride's
wedding ring and engagement ring of
sapphirea and diamonds. But the hote]
people sald that the man and the wom-
an wera well supplied with money, his
pockethook and her littla purse belng
stuffed with bills.

The luggnge which the young couple
had brought with them to the 8t, Regzls
wans covered with lables of forelgn ho-
tels, among them the Continental In
Calro and the Splendide in Tuygano,
Italv. Refore h!'s marriage, voung Ault
reglded with hie father In London, and
aeems to have made trips te Furope and
Egypt. The clothing which the Aulls
had brought with them was of expen-
elve txture and cut,
