ISSUED BY BISHOP

Will Be Read In All Churches at
Direction of Methodist Epis-piscop- al

Board.

In behalf of tho bishops of tho Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, Bishop Eftrl
Cranston modo public a special "call
to prayer," appointed to tee read In all
the Methodist churches.

"Not once a" day only, nor merely
When convenient,, but In our every
thought of God let tho cry of
our hearts Incessantly ascend for tho ,'

peace of Europe and 'the world," says
tho appeal. Part of tho text of tho call
Is as follows:

"Under such conditions your chief pas-
tors can be no longer silent, nor can
they meet their duty by a perfunctory
exhortation to formal prayers for divine
Interposition. Not until we realize that,
beneath all that appears, this war with
Its awful carnage, 1b but a struggle for
commercial supremacy, can wo under-
stand how alien to hereditary dynasties
Is tho thought of tho universal brother-
hood of man. Every tradition and every
lnstlnot of Imperialism Is in constant
friction with the rulo of Christ. Tho
Jealousies and hatreds of kings and peo-
ples oro not bom In hoaven. Let victory
rest whero it may, after millions of
'brave hearts havo oeased to boat, tho
vassalago of human souls to material
wealth, wealth and power will remain
the sure harbinger of other wars, of In-
creasing deadliness, as suborned sclenco
adds to the machinery of destruction,
unless God shall mightily Intervenoi by
unseen forces, whoso strategies we may
not discern, but whoso exlstonco and ef-
ficiency we dare not doubt."
