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HONOR SYSTEM
DOESNT EXIST
AT ANNAPOLES,
SAYS WITNESS

Commander F. A. Traut's Ad-
mission Before Naval Court
of Inquiry Causes Much Sur-
prise Among Spectators.

Woman, Whose Name Is Not
Mentioned, Said to Have Had
Part in Scandal Over Ex-
aminations.

ANNAPOLIS, June 10.—That
there is no ‘“honor system”
among studenis at the Naval
Academy was the startling revela-
tion made by Commander F. A.
Traut, when he resumed the wit-
ness stand today.

With the scope of the investiga-
tion greatly broadened by the
order issued by Secretary of the
Navy Daniels, Commander Traut
resumed the stand today for the
purpose of giving his views of a
better system for protecting ex-
amination papers to prohibit leaks.

“l believe the best system of
protecting examination papers at
the Naval Academy would be .to
establish an honor system,” the

commander said.
SURPRISE TO NAVY.

The statement caused much surprise
among the spectators who crowded
the hearing room, It was generally

underetood that midshipmen under-
stood themselves honor-bound to
maintain the highest standards of

conduet and principle. It developed,
however, during Commander Traut's
statement that mo honor system WwWas
in vogue so far as the recelving of
unfalr nseistance in an examination
i rerned.

. 'l::'gr.'!‘:l?tnd." continued Command-
er Traut, “that such a system was in
force at the Naval Academy at one
time, but was withdrawn, for what
renson I do not know.”

Witness statad that the honor of
officers and Instructors was taken for
granted and their Integrity was not
questioned, He sald It would be bet«s
ter to close up the academy If the
officers and instructors could not be
trugted.

Questioned At Length.

The judge advocate and Congressman
Hay, chalirman of the House Committee
on Milltary Affairs, questioned the wit-
ness at length along this line.

VANDERBILT'S BODY
FOUND, 15 REPORT

Corpse, Washed Ashore on
West Coast of Ireland, Is
Partially Identified.

LONDON, June 10.—Alfred Gwynne
Vanderbilt's bocdy has been found, ac-
cording to dispatches from several
towns on the west coast of Ireland,

A body, badly decomposed, but hear-
ing marks which .were accepted as
proof that It was that of the Ameri-
can magnate, who was lost in the
Lusitania disaster on May 7, waa
wurhed ashore last night off the
County Clare coast.

The body was recovered near Fish-
eretreet, a fishing village along the
south sound, near Doolln Polint, by
an old woman collecting seaweed, In
the pockets were found a gold watch,
bearing Vanderbilt's initlals, and
papers which, though practically de-
stroyed by the actlon of the water,
atill are sald to strengthen the theory
that the body really is Vanderblit's.

A report from Queenstown, to Van-
derbilt's secretary here, scouts the
report that (UL Is the American's
corpee, saying that the body probably
is that of a third-class passenger. It
falls to explain: the presence of Van-
derblit's watch and papers, howeaver,

Reports from Firherstreet are not
abgolutely defnite, as the correspon-
dent declared that the body was so
decomposed as to make identification
by pholotraghu Iimpossible,

The Cunard company has wired Its
agents at séveral Irish ports to Inves-
tigate the reports,

isherstreet |s on the west coast of
Ireland, more than 200 miles from the
srat where the Lusitanla was “or-
redoead. To have reached the Counly
Clalre ooast the body must have been
carried by currents around the south-
western vpoint of Ireland and then

Releases Workmen to Re-enter
Factories to Manufacture
Munitions For Armies.

ADMITS LACK OF SHELLS

Entire Country’'s Metal Works
To Be Turned to Supplying
Nation's Need.

PARIS, June 10.—The French govern-
ment admitted for the first time today
that the French armies lack an ade-
quate supply of ammunition. An of-
ficlal order was posted, calllng back
from the trenches all French soldlers
capable of turning out shells.

The deciglon was arrived at a con-
ference of the war office.

The government, in a&ccord with
parilament, agrees that It Is necessary
for French industries to turn out more

war material than ever before,’ sald
an official note
“To accompligh this, workmen,

whatever thelr grade in the army, will
be released from service at the front
o that they may re-enter the factories.
‘I'nls process will continue until the en-
tire metallurgic works of the country
jg mable to turn out for the war what
it did In timeg of peace'

Allies Meet Handicap.

The confession from the French war
office that France is unable with pres-
ent arrangements to maintain itself In
ample supplies of ammunition, makes
thls attitude almost unaninious among
the allles. Belglum Is frankly dependent
on France and England for ammuni-
tion: England has found her Inabllity
in this direction so serious a handicap
that the government has been reconsti-
tuted In order to meet the emergency.
Russin has been largely dependent on
munitions brought in by the over-long
trans-Siherian railrond and the port of
Archangel, bul recently opened,

Without much doubt, the French war
office’'s confession accounts largely for
the fallure of the western allles to
make more decided advances in the last
two monthe, For It has been known
that Germany withdrew a great fogce
from the western front to mnke the
drive against Russia. German esplonage

Bryan To Begin Work
Against War At Once;
Won't Go On Platform

Former Secretary Announces His Only Medium, For
The Present, Will Be the Press—First Step in
Campaign to Begin Tomorrow With
Note’s Publication.

Former Secretary of State Bryan today made the first definite
statements regarding his future activities. With little trace of the
reticence that marked his conversations with newspaper men while

he was in the Cabinet he chatted freely “xith them this mornine, and
made <lear three points about which there has been wide speculation.

These are:

Mr. Bryan will start immediately upon a campaign of “education
of the American people” in the exact status of the relations of this
country with the warring nations, especially with Germany.

The first step in the propaganda campaign was the issuance of

his statement yesierday afternoon;

the second will come tomorrow

morning with another statement simultaneous with the publication of
the President's note to Germany. That statement will take up phases
of the note which he did not feel at liberty to discuss before it was

made public.

WILL NOT GO ON PLATFORM.

The foriner Secretary will continie his
efforts exclusively through newspapers,
for the present, and has not accepted,
nor will he aceept, *in the near future,”
any Chautauqua engagements, nelther
will he affillate himself with the Carne-
gie Endowment for International Peace,
as was reported this morning, nor with
any similar organization.

“I do not wish to say that the people
of this country do not know the issucs
involved In our relations with Ger-
many, ' he sald. 'But I do think a wider

At the same time the German government reiterates
its entire willingness to make proper compensation, and,
going further, declares that in the event of an unsatisfac-
tory adjustment by the prize court, the government will, if
necessary, overrule the court and seek to satisfy the United

On the principle involved in the Frye case, the Ger-
man government takes issue with the United States to the
extent of claiming that under her treaties with this Gov-
ernment, Germany had the right to sink the Frye for the
purpose of preventing the foodstuffs aboard her from
reaching England, provided, however, she accepted respon-

The Wilson rejoinder on the sinking of the Lusitania
is expected to reach Berlin not later than 6 o’clock this
evening, which would be noon Washington time. It will
be made public in this country tomorrow morning, as, it is
assumed, ** will be in Berlin.
