In Bryan quarters, howevaer, the
suggestion was thrown out that the
clause in the rejoinder offering to let
Germany submit any additional evi-
dence niy\'- might have that the Lusl-
tanila was an armed vesssl, opened
the way to ultimate arbitration of this
question should Germany inslet that
her information was well-grounded.

That CGermany's acceptance of the
American demand that she guarantee
the safety of United States citizens from
submarine attack may open the way to
peace parleys eventually, is a wide-
spread belief in officlal Qircles todlz;

President Wilson, in his efforts
make a serious demand that Germany
could with honor accept, suggested that
this Government was wll!in%ato trans-
mit exchanges batween the lligerents
that would tend to remedy conditiona
now complained of. This was the first
time, since the early sugestlons Immedi-
ately after the outbreak of the war,
that the President had lined the United
fitates up squarely as a distinct media-
tion force,

The effect has been to lay the founda-
tion for a distinct forward atep should
the differences between Germany and
the United States now be satlafactorily
adjusted. Representatives of this Gov-
ernment at the belligerent capitals may
now send out the officlals to find If
there i& any common ground to frame
a tomplete suggestion of mediation.

House Due From London.

In thils connection President Wilson
will have much first-hand Information
avallable next week. His personal
envoy, Col. E. M. House, is dus to ar-
rive here from London. He has been to
every belligerent capital, and has talked
with the men who know the hopes and
beliefs of the warring countries. He
will be able to tell the President whether,
behind the mask of readiness for a war
of years, there is In reality a hope for
immediate peace,

Diplomatie circles hera believe that
Germany will acepct the general princi-
ples lald down by the United States,
that she should take steps to safeguard
the Mves of citizens of this country, But
whether she will at the same time
Buggest that a means be deter-
mined whereby her submarine com-
manders should be able to know just
what vessels are carryln‘r American
citizens Is not yet known. he general
spirit everywhere is hopeful.

Pleased By Bryan Statement.

Inquiry in England Proves
Aspersions Cast on Women
and Troops Are Baseless.

LONDON, June 12,—The “war baby"”
scare has been laid. Reports by the
National Soclety for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children show that the
rumors of a large Increase in illegit-
imacy. are baseless.

increase of such cases, and that

Many of the reports that “war bables
were on the Increase were occasioned
by the Influx of women of a low type
to the districts in which the wsoldiera
are stationed. It was related that In
one district sixty women were In the
workhouse, awaiting confinement, an
that in another there were a hundred.

There also was a report that in hkent
a workhouse was to be extended to
take care of 1,000 cases assembled there.
Inquiries, however, showed that the
cases were below the normal number
for the period.

The society's peports deciare the in-
quiry proves that the aspersions cast
upon the character of the women and
on the conduct of soldiers are unwar-
ranted and have no foundation.
