He
has heen greeted with hisses nand
cat-calls. He has frequently been
peited  with  vegetables jJhat were
rélics of the garden ruther than
edible specimens, He has been re-
viled' by all the faithful patrons of
the theatre.

But the photo play, with Its silent
actors, has changed all this. The
introduction of such men as Duncan
‘MacRea., of the Edison company;
Harry Morey, of the Vitagraph;
Jamesx Cruse, and Frank Farrington,
of the Thanhouser; Raoul Walsh, of
the Reliance; John Charles, of the
Selig, George Fleld and Jack Rich-
ardson, of the American, and the
muny other popular stars who play
the parts of the villlans in the better
known photo plays regularly—or, as
in the case of Cruze, occaslonally—

aave had the effect of mn‘klng the pa-
trons of the theater sée the actor-
villan in hls true light, as an actor
who playg a part. And it is not
unusinl nowadayvs to hear applause
for the villign that i as hearty as
the applause for the hero.

John Charles, of the Selig com-
pany, ls one of the most consistent
villlans of the fNlm. He worked his
way through all the villlanous paris
on the stage before he tried out the
photoplay, having had a stock rep-
ertoire of pretty much everything
from Simon Legree to Hamlet. And
Mr. Charles believes that the photo-
play has brought about a better un-
deratanding of the artistlc work of
the villians,
