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VEILED THREAT

SENIMS.
IN CHALLENGE

FROM MEXICO

Provisional President Chazaro

Declares America Has No

Right to Intervene, Saying

He Can Cope With Situation.

Coming With Expedition .to
Guaymas, Note Worries O-

fficials Considered With

Other Replies by Cabinet.

Denying the right of the United
States to "dictate" to the people

of Mexico, and significantly add-

ing that the convention forces were
prepared to "maintain the dignity

of the Mexican nation and people,"
Provisional President Chazaro of

the conventionalist faction con-

trolling Mexico City, today prac-

tically challenged any attempt on

the part, of the United States to in-

tervene by armed force.

This development, coming at a

time when the Washington govern-

ment is anxiously awaiting the out-

come of the naval expedition sent
to Tobari Bay to protect the lives
of the American colonists in the
Vaqui valley, caused a flurry ,of

excitement throughout official cir-

cles.
CABINET READS NOTE.

The Cabinet, which met at the White
House shortly after the Chazaro

was received, had the
document before It during a session
practically devoted to consideration of
the Mexican situation.

Also before the Cabinet were the re-

sponses of Villa and Carranza to Presi-

dent Wilson's warning of June 3. that
from Villa informing this Government
that he had already proposed a peace
conference to Carranza, Chazaro and
Zapata, while that from Carranzi
ignored all suggestion of such a confer-
ence and laid claim to formal recogni-

tion from the United States on the basis
of his ability to crush his enemies.

Altogether President Wilson and his
Advisers at today's meeting had reason
to regard the Mexican situation as on"
of extreme gravltv, transcending, for
the time being at least, the Interna-
tional crisis abroad.

Anxiety Felt Here.
Profound anxiety Is manifest In of-

ficial circles here over the outcome of
the expedition sent to Ouavmas.

Not only Is It felt that the action In-

dicates a radical change of policy on
the part of the Administration with re-
spect to Mexico, but, despite assertions
of the State Department to the con-
trary, Latin-America- n diplomats here
fear that It may lead ultimately to gen-
eral armed trtervcntlon on the part of
the t'mted btntis.

Barns, haystacks, and outbuildings
were blown into the vicinity of Sedalla,
but no loss of life was reported.

Klght young picnickers were caught
when the amphitheater on the fair
grounds at Paris, Mo., was blown over
but escaped unhurt. Trees were snapped
off and four boxcars blown from the
track. No lives were lost there.

A tornado was reported at Paris, Mo.
Two hotels were damaged, buildings
were unroofed, and bridges swept away.

Oswatomie, Kan., was a storm center.
Houses were wrecked by the wind and
tho deluge sent the rivers out of their
banks.

Ambassador Denies Knowing

Any Alfred Meyer, Connected
With German Government,

and That Meyer-Gerhar- d

Was Decoy.

State Department Officials and

Kaiser's Envoy Fear Effect

of Alleged Hoax on Lusitania

Negotiations.

Ambassador von Bernstorff call-

ed at the State Department today

and in a personal conference with

Secretary Lansing entered a

sweeping denial of the allegations
that Dr. Alfred Meyer had been
impersonating Dr. Meyer-Gerhar- d,

that Dr. Meyer-Gerhar- d had been
dealing in war supplies while mas-

querading as a Red Cross delegate,
and that Dr. Meyer has used
Meyer-Gerhar- d as a decoy to effect
Tiis escape from this country.

The effect of the statements of
the ambassador was that neither he
nor anyone else connected with the
German embassy knew a Dr. Al-

fred Meyer, connected with the
German government; and that Dr.
Meyer-Gerhar- d was in good faith

a Red Cross delegate, and that he
had nothing to do with the muni-

tions business in his trip to this
country.

WORRIED ABOUT "HOAX."
After seeking Secretary Lansing, the

ambassador conferred with Chandler
Anderson, special counselor of the de-

partment.
The ambassador came here from New

York to see Mr. Lansing and enter his
dental. Both he and the Department
are apparently considerably worried
over the stories about Meyer-Gerhar- d

and Meyer, fearing they may have an
adverse effect on the present negotia
tions with Germany over tho Lusitania
case.

Much mystery Is still felt here about
the facts In the matter. In spite of vari-
ous official dentals. It Is Insisted in

ed quarters that Meyer has
been In this country, and that he did
leavo the country on tho steamer United
States.

BATTLE NEAR WATERLOO
ON 100TH ANNIVERSARY

PARIS, June 18. Eighty miles from the battlefield of Waterloo,
where Napoleon was crushed 100 years ago today, a French
army is hurling itself against the Germans before Lens, in one
of the greatest battles since the beginning of the fighting on
the Marne.

More shells are crashing against the German positions every hour
than Napoleon used in the whole of that historic battle.
Napoleon's army at Waterloo consisted of 71,947 men, a mere
handful compared with the forces gripped around Arras.

German Announces New Method

of Retaliation in Tropical

BERLIN via wireless to Sayvllle. N.
Y.). June 18. In retaliation for alleged
brutal treatment of German prisoners
in tropical Africa, the government an-

nounced today that French war prison-
ers will bo compelled to cultlvoto
swamps in different parts of the em-

pire.
"In spite of repeated representations

through Amerlcnn and Spanish diplo-
mats, the French government has re-

fused to mitigate the brutal treatment
of German civil and military prisoners
In tropical Africa, especially In Daho-
mey." said the official statement.

"Well educated whites have been
Placed under control of negroes and
without proper clothlne and nourish-
ment or protection against disease,
have been compelled to perform the
hardest manual work They have been
subjected to the worst Indignities."

The government announced that
everything necessary would be done to
preserve the health of the French pris-
oners.

ROME. June 18. An Austrian cruiser
and four destroyers bombarded tho
Italian watering place of Fano, on the
Adriatic, for several minutes today. An
official statement from the ministry of
marine this afternoon said that the
damage was "Insignificant."

The enemy warships evidently planned
to damage the Ravenna-Ancon- a Rail-
way, leading through Fano. They di-

rected a number of shells In the direc-
tion of the railway station, but the aim
was poor, and none of the explosives
reached their mark.

Several shells fell In the neighborhood
of churches and public buildings, but
the slight damage done can explain the
poor marksmanship.

The people of Fano took to their cel-

lars when tho first shells began falling,
and according to official reports there
vere no casualties When the warships
withdrew tho entire populace crowded
lute the open pluccs, hoisting the tri-
colors of Italy and cheerln? for the
King.

FRANCE LAUNCHES
GIGANTIC DRIVE AS
RUSS MEET CHECK

Desperate Battle Rages North of Arras

Where Germans Struggle Against

Advancing Lines Bent On

Possession of Lens.

LINES PIERCED AT FOUR POINTS

Russian Frontier Crossed By Mackensen's

Left Wing As Great Battle For

Lemberg's Control Impends Two
Armies Approach City.

On the 100th anniversary of the battle of Waterloo,
the French have launched the mightiest offensive of the
entire campaign in Flanders.

According to meagre and strictly censored dispatches,
a terrific battle is raging north of Arras for the possession
of Lens and its control of the German railway communi-
cations.

The German forces have replied with desperation and
are hurling blow after blow upon the advancing French
lines in an attempt to stave off disaster to the 200,000
troops massed before Lens.

The German war office admitted this afternoon that
French troops had penetrated the German trenches at four
different points.

At Souchez, almost encircled by the French forces,
the battle rages with intense fury, the French artillery
pounding at the strongholds, while line after line of in-

fantry is being hurled against the German trenches.
The war office declares that no statements will be

given out for twelve hours. Feverish excitement is man-
ifested in Paris as the climax of the French drive is awaited.

While this struggle in the western theater is being de-

cided the Austro-Germa- n forces have crossed the Russian
border, thrown back the Russian lines upon the Tanef river
and, from further south, have smashed their way across the
Dniester, advanced from Przemysl and Jaraslou, and
forced the Slav defense back upon Grodek, fifteen miles
from Lemberg.

Here the first great battle for Lemberg Is about to
begin.

Two large Austro-Germa-n armies are massing before
Grodek, one moving eastward along the Przemysl railway
and another is pressing down from the northwest through
Javore.

Germans Battle To
Save Lines A t Lens

PARIS. June 18. On an eight-mil- e

front north of Arras, a furious battle
over wrecked trenches and over hill-
sides strewn with corpses Is marking
the centenary of Napoleon's defeat at
Waterloo.

The French are fighting desperately to
surround a large enemy force at bay in
a ravine east of the Lorette hills.

From a hill near Souchez heavy ar-
tillery is sweeping the enemy lines with
a seml-clrcl- e of terrific shell fire

All around Souchez the fighting is
going on with the greatest Intensity.
The French are pounding and smashing
against fortified strongholds with ar-
tillery, whllo Infantrv regiments are
hurling themselves against 200,000 Ger-
man troops, engaged in a desperate ef-

fort to hold their lines before Lena.

Screen of Censorship.
Tremendous importance is attached to

the conflict north of Arras by military
officials here.

For the first time in many weeks the
screen of censorship was drawn tightly
over the operations today. Indicating the
seriousness of the gigantic struggle.

The war office this afternoon an-
nounced that no official bulletins re-

garding the progress of the battle would
be mado public for at least twelve
hours.

This ann&uncement onlv Increased the
tension here. For weeks hints have
gone out of a mighty smash against the
German lines on the anniversary of
Wnterloo. Though officially discredited,
Paris has been led to believe that the
climax of the French thrust north of
Arras was to be reached today, and the
public feverishly awaited more news
from the front.

Disregard for Lives.
The Germans are counter-attackin- g

lth great fury Bombs, hand grenades,
and bayonets are playing their part In
the great conflict

Loss of I.ens would force a readjust-
ment of the German Use from Axru

to the sea. and for this reason the Teu-
tons are throwing their forces Into tho
battle with utter disregard for lives.

No estimates of the loss of life have
reached Paris, but it is accepted herethat heavy losses are occurring on bothsides.

The war offlco was silent this after-
noon about tho operations along theriver Fecht. All unofficial reports saidthat the French are making steadyprogress In. the direction of the Germanmilitary center of Colmar.

Kaiser's Forces Flank
Czar's Positions While

Contest Still Rages
LONDON. June 18. Austro-Germa- n

troops have crossed the Dniester, fif-
teen miles northeast of Stansllau.

Tho Russian war office made this of-
ficial admission today, but announced
that Russian forces east of StryJ threw
back the enemy, capturing 202 officers
and 8,644 men.

The war office is silent about the prog-
ress of the new Austro-Germa- n drive
on Lmberg from the west. The offi-
cial statement merely said that the
fighting In west Gallcla "continues."

There Is fighting along the entire 700

miles of the eastern battle line. The
Austro-Germa- n forces are estimated at
?,650,000. There are reports of spirited
actions at Augitstowo, Kalvarla, Grodno,
around Ossowlec. along the Omulew and
Narew line, north of Przasnysz, south
of the Vistula, on tho Bzura river, and
In Gallcla.
