JACKSONAPPOINTED

IN AMBROSE'S PLACE

On the application of Frank A. Gib-
bons, a creditor, E. Hilton Jackson to-
day was appointed receiver for the
defunct First Building
Association of Georgetown, relieving
William E. Ambrose, the old receiver.
The bond of Mr. Jackson was placed
at $25,090. Justice Stafford signed
the order making the change In re-
ceivers.

The acceptance of the resignation ofAttorney Ambrose, who was appoint-
ed receiver of the Georgetown con-
cern by Daniel Thew Wright, former,
ly Justice of the District Supreme
Court, and whose appointment was
vigorously opposed by some creditors

'of the building association, was made
without prejudice to the right of the
parties Interested to proceed against
Ambrose's surety.

Attorney George L. Whltford, for thocreditors, advised the court, however,
that the report of Receiver Ambrose
showed $34,000 deposited to his ac-
count and that this amount might be
Increased from time to time.

In hla application for Mr. Jackson
bb receiver, Frank A. Gibbons showed
that he was one of the makers of a
note for $10,000 discounted to the
credit of the First Build-
ing Association which he and his as-
sociates wore compelled to pay when
the association failed.

HENRY ARGUMENTS

EXPECTED TODAY

Justice Siddons Denies 46
Prayers-fo- r Instruction to

the .Jury.

Porty-sl- x of tho sixty-fou- r prayers for
special Instructions to the Jury In the
case' of John WIMIam Henry, of tho
defunct brokorago firm of Lewis John-
son & Co., charged with em-
bezzling $41,000. were ruled on by Jus-
tice Siddons in Criminal Court No. 1
today.

Arguments In tho case will probahly
begin late this afternoon.

Tho court denied thirty-thre- e prayers
presented by Henry's counsel, and
granted twelve, four of which woro
modified by the court from tho original
form presented by tho defense. All
Instructions praying for a verdict of not
guilty woro denied. Henry's counsel
presented to the court a total of fifty-tw- o

prayers, and tho4 Government
sought twelve special Instructions.

CounBcUTakes Exceptions.
Consideration of tho Government's

prayers was not reached up to tho tlmo
of adjournment for lunch. Exception
was taken by Attorney Daniel Thew
Wright, of counsel for Henry, to tho
court's refusal to grant "all Instruc-
tions asked for. In modifying somo of
the prayers granted, Justice Siddons
announced that he would advlso .the
jury of the principle Involved In the
prayers.

REDFIELD GORANT

OF SHIP TIE-U- P PLAN

If he Is the member of the Cabinet
who is supposed to know that long-

shoremen and stevedores have been
offered $10 a week by Germans to (strike
and tie up American shipping, it's news
to him, said Secretary Redfleld today.

Andrew Kuruseth, president of the
International Seamen's Union, quoted
as making the statement yesterday at
Norfolk that a certain member of the
Cabinet had such Information, could
not have meant him, said the Hecro-tar- y.

In labor circles hero it was sup-
posed Secretary Itodfleld was meant.
Inasmuch as his department has Juris-
diction over American shipping.

Mr. Redfleld did not see Furuseth on
the latter's recent visit to Washington,
he said, and had never made any state-
ment, public or private, that could be
construed In meaning that he know of
German money being paid dock workers
to strike.

Secrotary of Labor Wilson, whom Fu-

ruseth did see while he was in Wash-
ington, is out of the city.

British Destroy Fort
In German East Africa

LONDON, June 28. A Gorman fort
and wireless station near Bukoba, on
the western shore of Lake Vlctorla-Nyanz- a,

German East Africa, was de-
stroyed by a British expedition from
Uganda.

"Many boats, field guns, rides, and
valuable documents wore captured,"
said an official statement today, "and
two machine guns were destroyed."
