Almost at the same moment to-

day that Thomas G. Forney and
George McHenry were being
bound over for the action of the
grand jury following their pre-

liminary hearing in Pittsburgh
for an alleged murderous assault
on T. Franklin Schneider, million-

aire candy manufacturer of Wash-

ington, another arrest in connec-

tion with the now famous case
was made in this city.

, William Bowers, nineteen, an
electriciart of 927 Ingraham place
northwest, was located this morn-

ing and placed under arrest at the
request of the Pittsburgh police.

In his cell at First precinct sta
tion young Bowers admitted, the
police say, that he is "Bill" re-

ferred to in the "C. O. D. murder
note" given by Thomas G. Forney,
Schneider's son-in-la- to George
McHenry and made payable to the
latter and "Bill" as soon as Schnei-

der was "disposed of."

ADMITS HE IS "BILL."
"I am the 'BUI' mentioned in the

note which Forney gave McHem, but
my name was written to the puper
without my consent," declared young
Bowers in his cell, at the Flist pre-
cinct. "Korney told me ho had made
me a party to the note. I told him he
had a nerve to use m name without
my consent, but he merely laughed and
warned me not to say anything about
the matter.

'Previous to this tlmo ho had of-
fered mo $2,000 to help in getting his
father-in-la- w out of the way. Ho
summoned me to his oftlce In the
I nion Tiust building about a week or
bo before he went to Pittsburgh,
and asked mo If I intended going with
him and McHcnrv to put old man
Schneider out of the way.

"Did he Just broach the 'putting of
All. bchnelder out of the way' In a
matter of faci way?"

"lie was so mater of fact that 1

thought for a while he was Jesting,"
declared the prisoner.

"He asked me if 1 wanted to makesome mopey the second time I went to
his office He knew I was out ofworn ami inougni pronamy that I would
do anything to get some monoy.

McHenry was in the office at the
time and he spoke up and said, 'Ves,
kid, you'll make your money easily.'

The former dictator's attorneys an-
nounce today that Huerta will walvo
examination at tomorrow's prelimi-
nary examination. They will ask that
tho Federal grand Jury proceed at
once to investigate the claims of Villa
agents.

Huerta burst into a rage today when
asked about tho roported statement or
Gen. Pascual Orozco, one of his lieu-
tenants, that Huerta "had como to tne
border to do a little righting and in-
tended to do it." He said Orozco was
only Joking.

Despite this statement. Federal offi-
cial" are keeping close watch both onHuerta s movemonts and on those or
other former Mexican federal officershere. Some uneasiness was caused oy
the fact that Gen. Felix Diax slipped
into El Paso last night, eluded investi-gators, and disappeared. It is believed
Diaz may have crossed the- border totake Huerta's 'place at the head of tnenew revolution.

Cook said he expected her to be in
court tomorrow, but said he did not
know what day sho would bo put on the
stand.

Dr, Charles K. Mills, a Philadelphia
alienist, and tho last of Thaw's wit-
nesses, took the stand when court
opened. Deputy Attorney General
Decker began a vigorous

on his direct testimony.
What attorneys took to be a reference

Russell, was
made when Becker asked Dr. Mills
whether the offspring of n person suf-
fering from hereditary Insanity would
not be mentally defective. Dr. Mills
replied that It would. Evelyn has al-
ways contended Thaw Is the father of
her son.

dignities, had confined them as pris-

oners below the water lino of tho Relna
Mercedes with only artificial light and
ventilation. Midshipman Moss, testify-
ing at the Investigation todny, reiter-
ated tho charge that neither he nor his
associates had been given a fair op-

portunity to prepare any defense to the
accusations.

Moss declared that they had been rec-
ommended fo,r dismissal and given only
twenty-fou- r hours ln which to prepare
their defense.

"We were isolated from tho other
midshipmen," he said, "and not allowed
to communlcato with counsel or our
parents until within three hours of tho
timo limit"

It developed today that live midship-
men are under arrest at tho Academy
as the result of tho hazing inquiry also
unucr way nere. ivacn or me men nas
asked to oe allowed to resign. It Is un-
derstood, but the request has been de-
nied, with the Intimation that dismissal
and possible imprisonment may follow.

GERMANY CALL

ON KAISER TO

ASK FOR PEACE

Manifesto Passed By Censor,
Urges Government "In Name

of Humanity and Culture" to
Begin Parley.

Russian Premier Issues State-

ment Almost Simultaneous-

ly, Declaring No Peace Can

Come Till Allies Win.

BERLIN (via wireless to Say-vill- e,

N. Y.), June 30. The gov-

erning board of the German so-

cialist party, in a manifesto passed
by the censor, today called upon
the German government "in the
name of humanity and culture" to
begin peace negotiations.

"The German socialists expect
that their friends in other bellig-

erent countries will take the same
steps," the statement declared.

The manifesto amplified the
statement recently published in
the newspaper Vorwaerts. It
places the blame for the failure of
earlier peace efforts on the French
and Belgian socialists.

"The French and Belgian socialist
leaders stubbornly demanded thfc'

destruction of Germany," said the
manifesto. "In spite of some

peaceful groups, the large masses
and the leaders of the socialist par-

ties in those countries appear firm-

ly resolved to continue the war un
til Germany is completely defeat-

ed."

COULDNT "STEM TIDE.
The manifesto reviewed the efforts of

the German Socialist leaders to prevent,
and expressed rcsret that these efforts
"wero too weak to stem the tide of th
world conflagration."

"But the party baa loyally kept 1U
word to stand by the German people and
the Fatherland," the statement added.
"The fate of east Prussia at the hands
of the Russians showed what threaten-
ed a disunited Germany."

The German Socialists, the statement
said, repeatedly attempted to renew
thelr connections with Socialists In
other countries and mot with some en-
couragement from English Socialists,
but their efforts were defeated by th
French and Belgians.

Should Come From Foe.
Tho manifesto reiterated previous

statements that tho Socialist party IB
Germany Is oppored to a war for pur-
pose? of annexation, and declares It
would be proper If one of Germany's
enomtes should first make peace prof-
fers.

"The publlcaUon of this proclamation
was resolved earlier," suld tho mani-
festo, "but a postponement was made
necesEary on account of Italy's entrance
Into the war."

Asquith Refuses
To Discuss Rumors

Of Terms For Peace
LONDON. June SO. Premier Aaqutth

this afternoon refused to bo drawn into
a discussion of peace rumors or the
terms upon which England might agTea
to a termination of the war.

Replying to a query put by David
Mason, liberal member for Coventry,
tho prime -- minister declared he had
nothing to add to previous statements,
and that discussion of peace terms at
this time would bo deterlrnental to the
public interest of England nnd her

Mns'on asked Premier Asquith If Jt
would not be possible for him to speci-
fy upon what terms England would
be willing to end the war.

Manifesto Expresses
Czar's Confidence in

Final Slav Victory
PETROGRAD. June SO Premier Gor-cmvk- ln

Issued a manifesto today as-

serting tho Czar's conrldenco In ultimate
victory.

Tho document was made public im-

mediately following the remarkable
conference, participated ln by the
Cznr and his ministers, behind the
grent battlefront in Gnltcla where the
Russian nrm'es nre retreating before
the Austro-Germa- n drive.

The manifesto said:
"With the help of God. Russia will

continue to tight until her enemies are
completely crushed.
