names and lost five, although it was
one of the lightest hltttnsr aggregations
that Cambridge ha had In years. It
remained for the Army to take the
team battlnr honors, with an average
of .818 for twenty-on- e games.
' Tufts and Browtl each produced teams

worthy of ranking close to Harvard, but
neither played through so long a sohed-f- l

nor faced the opposition which Har-
vard had to wrestle with. Tufts, with
seventeen games won out of nineteen
flayed, has the best winning average,
while Brown, with eighteen victories
and four defeats, might be rated Just
below Harvard for a tie for fourth place
with Syracuse.

HARDEST HITTER

Game Has Known Some Power-

ful Sluggers, and At Least
Walter Ranks Well.

Walter Johnson's recent home run
drive at Cleveland, which was heralded
as "the longest hit ever made," has
started the old discussion over again.

Who made the longest hit In the his-
tory of baseball probably never will be
known. Ed Uolehanty. Big Bill Lanse,
Pop Corkhlll. Dan Brouthers and many
othejs havo been awarded th honor,
but always the claim is open to dis-
pute.

Bill Lange'a famous drive over tha
center field fence at Cincinnati back in
the middle nineties was heralded then
ns the longest. The ball cleared the
center field fence, crossed Western-av- e

. broke through the front window
cf a saloon and hit a table where a
group were seated.

Heine Zimmerman's two drives over
tho left field fence on the Cincinnati
grounds In one game In 1909 were equally
as long as Lnnge's. The field has
been changed materially. No one else
ever hit a ball over that fence and
Zimmerman hit two In one aftrenoon,
one passing between the top of the
fence and a sign and t.he other clearing
the sign which was erected on a
scantling above the fence.

Bill Dahlen made one of the longest
drives ever recorded on the Polo
Grounds. In those days a cinder path
1 an around the outfield and Digby Bell,
the actor, had driven into the park and

Most American followers of boxing
have always had an Idea that Georges
Carpentier, heavywolrht champion of
Kurope and greatest Idol In the history
of French sports, has every qualifica-
tion of a boxing champion, with the ex-

ception of gameness.
This wag particularly Impressed op

their minds when he quit to Bill Papke,
former world's middleweight cHampton,
In seventeen rounds In Paris a few
yeirs ago. However, this Idea has been
proved faUt since the greatest Euro-
pean war started. C'arpentler's Euro-
pean record In the big struggle has
shown him to he a man of unupual
courage.

Wan Messenger Firt.
During the early months of the war

Carpentier was used as a messenger.
It wrs his duty to carry messages on a
motorcvcle from one general to another.
Often he wns obliged to come mighty
close to the enftmy's gun lrt fact, near
fnough to forfeit nis lire If he came in
the path of stray bullets as he was fre-
quently within range. '

Bell aw it
coming, dodged and escaped but the
ball hit the doe and knocked It off the
trap.

Frank Chance made one of the longest
hits ever seen, on the Georgia avenue
ground the first year he played In the
hlc league He "cricketed' 'a low ball.
Picked It right off his shoe tops, and
smashed It on a line to left field. Tho
shortstop leaped and came near touch-
ing the ball. It wa so low, yet It car-
ried out to left and passed under a sign
board, rolled around the fenoe clear
to center. ,

Ed Delehanty hit a hall entirely over
the club house, which Is perched on
ton of the wall around the Phlladel-rjhl- a

park.
Jake Ftahl Is credited with some tre-

mendous drives dtfrlng his major league
career, but the longest ball he ever
hit was when he was at college at the
University of Illinois, when he hit en
tlrelv over the blr tree that stood back
of the center fielder's position.

"Walter Johnson is generally creditedamong American League players withhitting a ball harder than any man now
In the game. He hit one over the center
fleld fence, and It wa still going when
It passed out of sight.

Jimmv Rvan's famous hit made nn
Btate Istand grounds Is classic. He
drovn the ball over the fence onto the
deck of an outbound ship and his claim
of having hit a ball across the Atlantic
ocean probably Is correct.

Several players have hit the ball from
Boston to New York bv driving It over
the left fleld fence on the now abandon-
ed National grounds Into passing trains.
