Forfeits, occurring almost daily

CHICAGO, July 9. Ever stop to consider wbat publicity has done
for Ever stop to think of tho close connection of publicity
with the phenomenal success of baseball everywhere? Publicity and
baseball are fast friends. Each has benefited by tho other. Just which
has bencmeu the more is n question provocative of discussion without
end. The baseball man insists that 'where would tho papers be but for
baseball" and tho newspaperman retorts with "where would baseball be
without publicity." Each can argue till he's black in tho face without
getting anywhere, but the history of tho matter may give some light.

It is doubtful if baseball would ever have started upon its career of
wide popularity but for publicity. Several teams played ball in the '70's
and '80's, but little notice wbb taken of their efforts. It was not till
the 'OO's that real publicity was given the national game and immedi-
ately it started upon a wonderful rush. Newspapers sow chances of in-

creasing their circulation by devoting more space to baseball, so thoy
benefited thereby. Many folks who had never seen a game became in-

terested through their newspapers, so baseball benefited. It is quite im-

possible to sary .how many started reading newspapers because they
printed news of baseball or how many started going to ball games be-

cause they read about them in their newspapers.
However that was. It is enough to aay that baseball boomed marvetously

as soon as'the newspapers took it up. Boys everywhere becamo enthusiastic,
developing Into fans over night. Crowds attending games Increased In num-

bers from 3,000 or 6,000 to 13,000 and 3000. This last number was reached only
when the American League landed In the East. Bhibe Park was expected to
be too big for the attendance, and yet Shlbe Park scats only about 22,000 now,
with a largo bleacher added to the original It Is undoubtedly true that publicity
had a wonderful effect on heightening Interest In baseball, but the effect was also
seen on the newspapers themselves. Hoon thoy were In a scramble. "Baseball
experts" made their appearance, signing their names, first modestly at the
bottom of their articles and later proudly In large type at tho top. Tho "base-
ball extra" then arrived, bringing hot rights between rival newspapers to reach
the fans first. The "baseball extra" speeded up the experiscs too mucn,
though, and suddenly the bottom fell out of the rivalry. Agreements were maoo
among newspapers about printing scores of ball games and the heyday ot
the "baseball extra" was gone. The newspapers discovered that "baseball ex
tras" brought them hut n trifle more business, not at all commensurate wnn
their added expenses. That was enough.

Did baseball suffer from the disappearance of the "baseball extra?" Well,
while they were running, the fans were kept in a fever heat all the time. The
fans thought llttlo else but baseball. It van hurled at him on hfs way home
and wan In his mind until ho went to the next game. Did baseball suffer from
tho falling off In publicity? It Is answered by a llttlo story of Kansas City.
The American Association club got Into some kind of a mlxup a few years ago
with one of the leading newspapers Mere. No more baseball appeared In that
paper, so far as the Kansas City club was concerned. Did the newspaper im-
mediately go Into bankruptcy? No, but after seeing his crowds --steadily
dwindle until a.bare handful attended, tho owner of the club surrendered,
settling his trouble with tho newspaper and once moro having tho fans flock-
ing to his park. This Incident Is on record and Is the only one that tends
to make any decision In the great case of Publicity vs. Baseball.

The baseball man always says, with considerable feeling, too, that If the
readers of a paper are not given baseball, they will quit reading the paper.
Well, It Is also true that If newspapers did not devote ho much valuable space
to the doings of baseball players, on and off the Held, not so many people
would be Interested In the game. Thorn are many successful newspapera. In
this country which do not devote as much space to baseball aa they do to
racing, In Beason. and collegiate sports. Tho rapid rise of golf and tennis
has also cut In on the space devoted to baseball. Indeed, this question ot
publicity In baseball Is most serlor to those conoerned with the ownership
nnd management of baseball clubs. I'nless they soon settle their squabbles

before the public Is weaned away from the professional game, they may
soon face the Inevitable. Already the signed writers havo broken over the
garden wall into golf and tennis They hav long since figured In football
and boxing. That may be but tho on tho wall.

The unprejudiced generally admits that publicity la good for any sport. He
admits that publicity has done wonders for baseball. It may be true that
newspapers have derived some benefit from baseball, but the fundamental of
any newspaper Is to print tho news when It Is news. So long as It does that.
It will have readers. It does not follow that column after column of straight
advertising stuff Ib necessary to the success of tho newspaper. But this pa-
rade of columns hns had much to do with the success of bnseball as a pro-
fessional sport. Those conducting the national game may well consider seri-
ously any plans for cutting down publicity devoted to baseball, that Is pro-
fessional baseball. If they wish evidence, let them look at the space now-bein-
