tempting to establish communication
with their lines northeast of Warsaw.

Close In Pursuit. &
Bavarian troops are pressing clo"ln

pursuit, and not only are harassing the
Russian rear guard, but are threaten-
ing to complete the ring around the
Russian armies east of Novo Georgievsk.

The forts at Novo Georgiewsk are
now completely surrounded, the war of
fice announced this afternoon.
