the Richmond Baseball Commission,
visited the park and found that
there was nothing doing today.

mond. The heads of the associations
met to decide Just what was to be done
in regard to a future date.

Payne, who Is the head of the
Portner team, was more than disap-

pointed at the failure to stase today's
Karnes. Tho Portners left Richmond
eaily this morning and got In a about
9 o'clock and put up at tho Hotel Har-

rington.
All of the Richmond rooters who came

with the team and tho load which came
at noon wero under the impression that
they would shako the city as soon as
possible and go home rather than re-

main over night.
It was thought that a double-heade- r

could be arranged tomorrow at one of
the .amateur league parks or one of tho
fields hero or on Monday at American
League Park. The Richmond team Is
hearing its own expenses and did not
want to go away without some help
fiom the Washington end.

John Berry, manager of tho Portners,
maintains he hafi a great team this sea-
son.

Charlottesville Eleven Strongly Represented This

. Season, Accqrding to Canvass of Returning
Players Another Gooch Seems Des-

tined to Make History.

CHAHLOTTESVILLE, Va., Aug. 28.
