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NEW YORK MARKET
1S DISAPPOINTMENT

Nb Marked Improvement, Fol-
lowing Action of Germany in
Curbing Submarines.

NEW YORK. Bept. 2—A disapoint-
ing stock market prevailed today. While
brokera and traders had anticipated
that the public would respond to the
acqulescence of Germany in Amerioa’s
demands relative to submarine warfare,
and the Imppovement In sterling ex-
change with the Inauguration of a
heavy buying movement, such a de-
velopment waa entirely lacking. There
were practically no outside orders In
the commission houses, and the profes-
sional elempnt was engaged In evening
un linea.

After opéning substantially above the
closs of the previous day the market
generally sold off and settled back to
the same or lower levels than prevalled
;t the conclusion of busineas yester-
av.

The recent weakness of the market
has bren accredited to the demaoralised
state of exchange. This morning, how-
ever, there was a continuance of the
sharp rally in sterling which developefl

terday afternoon. Having opened at

.68, or 2% cents above yesterday's high,
demand aterling by noon had reached
4.60, a full 10-cent recovery from the
low point In the history of the English
pound established yesterday morning.

In the rallroad list, the portion of the
market to which traders looked for the
most marked reflection of the favor-
able German 'modifiention of naval
policy, the international issues were
quite weak, and price changes in the
other rallers were fractionally down-
ward. Northern Pacifie, Union Paclfle

and Southern Pacific were down a polnt
or more,

The steel stocks, after an early u
turn, began to react, and were !nrser

responsible for the general decline.
United States Steel, up nearly & point
in the first few minutes of tra ing,

dropped helow yesterday's close, ru-
cible, having made an early gain of
2% points, at 85%, pursued a similar
course, and Bethlehem lost 2'5 points.

Oeherl! Motors added to its 20% ad-
vance of yesterday another 7% points
by melllng at 248, only to loee the
major portion of this gain before mli-
day. Btudebaker was amlso weak,

The copper group followed steal,
with Anaconda recording the largest
lossesn,

American Beet Sugar stood out
prominently with a 3!'3 polnt gain,
hﬁt weakened under the general de-
cline.
