V. Bundy, who will face Theodore
Roosevelt Pell.

In the doubles, Johnston and Griffin,
the new champions will meet Watson
M. Washburn and Williams, whlla Mc-
Loughlin and Bundy will face Behr and
Pell.

The new singles champion, William
M. Johnston, and Clarence J. Griffin,
the San Francisco boys who won tho
sectional doubles, wrested the national
championship from Maurice E. Mc-
Loughlin, of Ban Francisco, and Thomas
C. Bundy, of Los Angeles, In the chal-
lenge round at the West Side Tennis
Club yesterday in a five set match, at
26. 63. 64. 36. 63. McLoughlin and
Bundy up to yesterday had defended
tne tine successfully since tney won
It from Gustave F. Touchard and Ray-
mond D. Little in 1912.

The match had little of the snap, vim
and bounce which marked the final
round of the singles on Tuesday and
less than 6,000 persons saw It. Much of
tho Interest was taken from the con-
test because It was regarded as a fore-
gone conclusion that the challengers
would win. It was felt generally that
thev would have little trouble. As a
matter of fact they didn't and It was
only because Johnston and Griffin did
not choose to go at top speed all the
time that the match lasted as long as
It did.

On the face of things, it appears that
the challengers had a hard time to win.
In the bare score a full distance con-
test always looks like a hard fight, and
It usually Is. but this was not the case
yesterday. Although .the defenders were
only one game behind their conquerors
on the total, having won twenty-tw- o

and lost twenty-thre- e games, the fight
was not nearlv that close, nor did the
fact that both teams made 154 points
make the contest any more interesting.

The victory of Johnston and Grlfnn
was not unexpected, for the Insiders
have felt for some weeks back that Mc-
Loughlin and Bundy were due to loso
their championship title In doubles,
while the success of Johnston In the
singles on Tuesday added to this gen-
eral Impression. But they had to play
a closer match than had been predicted,

NEW YORK, Sept. 9. The -- major leagues have but one more
month of action before embarking upon the world's series. Doubtless
the magnates are glad of that. In practically every city this season
deficits will appear. The exceptions are probably with the Tigers,
White Sox, Red Sox, Phillies, and Dodgers. The Braves did not draw
much of a gate until this last month. Throughout the early part of the
season they did not clear expenses and it will take a long pull this
month on the road to bring in any money to Jim Gaffney.

The biggest losses have come to the Browns, Griffs, Athletics, and
Indians. It has been a very poor year for all concerned, but this quar-
tet has suffered thu most. Counting all the games played this season,
the Griffmen have not had more than a dozen big crowds. At that, they
hung up the season's record for Detroit and Cleveland) The Washing-
ton club is the best drawing card in the big leagues year in and year
out, that is, since Clark Griffith took hold of the team, but unfortunate
circumstances have injured them. At home the crowds have been very
small and they did not play enough games in Chicago, Boston, and
Detroit to make up the difference. Cold weather cut into the Chicago
receipts, and rain hurt them in Boston. The spring series in Boston
hardly paid the hotel bill. There will be no dividends for the Washing-
ton stockholders this season.

Just what the outlook may be is hard to tell. Really it Is not good. The
pay roll is heavy. Expenses have been cut as much as they will stand, but
when the fans don't come around, how are you going to pay salaries and
Incidental charges? The fans will have to display far more Interest In the
team than they have this year before things will brighten. It Is unlikely that
salaries will become any smaller until the Federal League quits. When the
major leaguers have no loophole of escapo, then the salaries will probably
take long tumbles and the magnates will nave a chance to repair fences. But
no one Is rash enough to name any date for the demise of the Federal League.
Too many dates have gone by the board already. So the magnates will have
to pocket their losses an dtry to smile, even if It hurts them.

A truly great figure In baseball makos Its departure with the resigna-
tion of Fred Clarke, the veteran manager of the Pittsburgh Pirates. A win-
ner of four National League pennants, In 1901, 1902, 1903, and 1909, a really
wonderful outfielder in his prime, a sterling hitter, a flno thrower and u
most aggressive player In all departments, Clarke has left his stamp on the
National League, never to be eraseJ. In the days to come Pittsburgh will
surely remember Fred Clarke, for he Drought honors aplenty to tho Smoky
City. He finds that his 1915 team cannot deliver the goods and that he
cannot spare the time and energy to reorganize the team. Pittsburgh, and
the whole National League, is going to miss Fred Clarke more than a little.

Today the Griffmen hook up with tho Yankees In a double-heade- r, which
Is a sorry admission of weakness on the part of the American League In.

New York and a practical Invitation to ithe Feds to Invade the metropolis. Tho
Braves are playing In Brooklyn. Today Is a Jewish holiday In the largest Jew-
ish city In tho world. There you have It In a nutshell. The National Leaguers drew
the crowds yesterday, more than 10,000 seeing the Braves humble the Dodgers
twice. Less than a thousand saw Walter Johnson's great pitching duel with
Bob Shawkoy at the Polo Grounds. With thousands observing a holiday, the
Yankee management advanced a game to make a bargain attraction worth
while, hoping to have a respectable throng out to see the two teams In action.
Across the bridge two teams mixed up In a hunt for the National League
flag will battle before a mob. It Is doubtful Just how many will go out to
the Polo Grounds to see two teams struggling for the honor of finishing In
the first division in the American League.

New York will give up Its money to see the real thing, but New York will
not spend a cent on second-rater- s. Tho Giants, long heroes of the metropolis, are
not drawing the crowds of other days. The Yankees are playing practically totrtnpty benches. If either of them were in the pennant hunt, the spacious
Polo Grounds would not be large enough. The fans here argue that. If they
are to spend major league money, they want to see major league baseballdeclaring most emphatically that the Pand of baseball offered them thisseason has been most ordinary. If the Federal League, which threatens toenter New York next spring, plays the seme kind of ball It has been doing
this year, it will not suffer, unless It raises its prices. The fans hero will bewilling to pay less money for bad baseball, but they can't see themselves pay-
ing high prices for farcical stuff.

Major league baseball Is In a bad way when gomes have to bo advanced In
order to make doubleheaders as a temptation to the fans. The evil Is widespreading, too, for when better days come along the fans may be howling fordoubleheaders. This will be Impossible and so the only refuge left will be to
lower the present prices. The National League, particularly in St. Louis hasbeen overdoing this doubleheader stuff, causing a lot of criticism from otherclubs. On tho slightest excuse, a bargain bill Is staged. Next year or theyear after. St. Louis fans will decline to pay high prices for one game re-
membering all the bargains they used to get In 1915. Now the merlcanLeague Is doing It here. Ban Johnson might well look Into this question be-
fore It is too late.

So much has been printed In news-
papers und mrKazlnes about tho
realism of tho film, so many acors
and uctreseeH of tho stasc havo de-

clared their devotion to the new form
of amufccmcnt hcvauso of its lenlism,
that the reverse side of the picture
has received litMo attention How
about the feelings of the nctors and
actresses who are supposed to llvo
through the cene where thla "real-Ism- "

is so effectively shown?
Of course tho 'stunt" performers

the thrill makers who fall from
cliffs and Jump from ships, etc.,
have had much written about them.
But the atmosphere of realism is not
entirely furnished by suck methods.
The averago citizen doesn't make a
practice of Jumping from a cliff or
falling out of a balloon. Hut tho
uverago citizen Is rnught in the rain
very frequently. Llkcvvays he often
trips over furniture In the dark or
falls Into ditches on a dark country
road. Tho natural way in which nc-
