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GERMANY MAKING A FOOL OF
AMERICA

Germany is making a spectacle of
the United States and its foreign
policy. The Berlin foreign office
and the imperial admiralty are col-
laborating in playing horse with
Washington. Month after month
they laugh in their sleeves as they
turn new tricks and hoodwink
America. Whenever a square issue
seems in sight they dodge, or gouge,
or hit below the belt, and then pro-
test that the rules have been made
over to permit that sort of thing;
and in the discussion of the rules
they gain time enough to perpetrate
a new foul that opens a new discus-
sion; and so it goes ad nauseam.

No issue raised by the barbarous
German methods of sea warfare has
yet been brought to agreement or
determination. Any excuse is a good
enough excuse for the Von Tirpitz
butchers, and their supply is inex-
haustible, The only commodity that
seems more plentiful is the credu-
lous willingness of the American
Administration to accept them and
let the issue be staved off.

Go back to the beginnings, re-
count a few chief outrages against
American rights at sea, and consider
the status of diplomatic considera-
tion of these. The American ship
Nebraskan was torpedoed and in-
jured. Germany considerately ex-
plained that the submarine mistook
her for an enemy, and offered com-
pensation, which is yet to be ad-
justed.

The Gulflight case was particular-
ly inexcusable, except on the theory,
seemingly entertained by the Ger-
man admiralty, that anything is all
right so long as the insult or the
outrage is directed against America.
The Gulflight was an American ves-
sel, attacked by an undersea boat.
The Germans admitted it all; but
there were other boats in the vicin-
ity; the submarine commander
didn’t notice that the vessel was
American; in fact, he thought she
seemed to be under convoy; there-
fore she was attacked on suspicion.
Germany “regretted” and would give
compensation. This case likewise is
still pending.

In the incident of the Cushing,
an American vessel damaged by
bombs dropped from an aeroplane,
the German Government asked full
proofs from the United States. It
has never bheen claimed that Ger-
many did not know all the facts.
There has been no allegation that
the offending aeroplane got lost. The
facts about this affair are mani-
festly perfectly known to Berlin., If
friendly, and desirous to remain
friendly, Berlin should acknowledge
them, and not ask the United States
to prove something already proved
to Berlin, and perhaps not to be
proved in all detail by the United
States. The German attitude in this
case, indeed, is one of the most of-
fensive that has been taken toward
the United States, though it has
received little popular attention and
seemingly has not been recognized
at Washington as of the nature of
an insult.

It nears four months since the
Lusitania was torpedoed, after de-
liberate announcement and adver-
tisement that she would be sunk.
What has happened? The exchange
of notes brought discussion down to
July 21, when the United States sent
what was near an ultimatum—would
have been an ultimatum if the pur-
pose of deeds had been back of the
words in which it was couched. Yet
what has happened? The note is
unanswered, save as it has been an-
swered by the torpedoing of the
Arabic and now the Hesperian.

For the Arabic crime there had
been urged as an excuse for ignor-
ing the incident the fact that the
submarine had not reported. Now
comes the news, at this late date,
that Berlin holds the submarine
acted in self-defense. But Count
von Bernstorff did take the trouble
to inform Washington that his gov-
ernment had ordered that sort of at-
tacks to stop—only Berlin had been
too busy, or too thoughtless, or too
contemptuous of the United States
to inform us about it! Still, he said,
and said in writing, that the orders
had been issued; and he couldn't be-
lieve the Arabic was torpedoed by a
German submarine; and the United
States was expected to feel cheerful
in the expectation that there would
be no more like attacks—when the
Hesperian case came along.

Perhaps that belated excuse in
the case of the Arabic will get %c-
ceptance at the hands of the Wash-
ington Government. Very likely it
will. The Administration seems will-
ing always to wriggle out of the ne-
cessity of finding anything culpable
in *he conduct of anvy German agent.

Thus there is always a new twist,
8 fresh dodge, an avoidance of issue.

The German policy is marvelously
fecund in excuses for outrages, ut-
terly incapable of remedying the
conditions that subject our people to
those outrages. In the Hesperian
case there is still A new excuse: the
vessel carried a single pun at her
stern! She might endanger a sub-
marine, So the submarine sneaked
up on her in the darkness and afent
her to the hottom without warning.

There will be new excuses for new
outrages. The thing has been going
on now many months, and no deter-
mination has been reached at any
single point that marks an effective
concession to American demands.
Promisea seem to have no utility
save to be broken. Kindly assur-
ances mean merely that we will
please be pleasant until opportunity
is ripe for a new assault on our
rights, a new insult to our dignity
and our honor; after that new ex-
cuses, new dodges, new leering as-
surances of distinguished consider-
ation—and then more outrages!

A review of German naval con-
duct leaves the feeling that good
faith has been nowhere an element

dealing with the United States.

i
'Fhat feeling is re-enforced when |

the Dumba-Von Papen incident is
considered. No explanation can jus-
tify the Austrian ambassador, col-
laborating with the German em-
bassy, in fomenting riot and sedition
in this country; and that is what the
ambassador admits he did.

How long can it go on? How long
will the country be flouted and
jeered and made a mockery before
the world? How much more will
Washington stand?

““NO LAW VIOLATED”

A strange note appears in some

of the authoritative explanations of |

the Washington Government’s atti-
tude toward the exposure of Am-
bassador Dumba’s activities in this
country. It is announced that seem-
ingly “no Federal law has been vio-
lated” by the enterprises looking to
incitement of strikes, riots, and
“tieing up” the munitions factories,
perhaps for months, perhaps perma-
nently.

In case “no Federal law" has
been violated, it appears, the Na-
tional Government cannot do any-
thing about it. From which it
would appear that the emissary of
a foreign power might violate the
laws of forty-eight States in mat-

ters of the gravest concern to this
nation; but if he didn't come in

conflict with some national law he|

could go ahead making that sort of
trouble.

Is the country seriously expected
to believe this?

Plainly, a State cannot send Dr.
Dumba home. He is not accredited
to a State, but to the nation. The
States have jurisdiction to make
laws dealing with their internal in-
dustrial affairs. Has our dual gov-
ernment fallen to such a status that
a foreign ambassador may come
here and violate the laws of the
States, but so long as he doesn't
break a Federal statute be secure?

It is impossible to believe a Gov-
ernment pretending to take itself
seriously could assume such a thing,

Yet there comes, 'too, the intima-
tion that it may be discovered that
the real offense was that of the cor-
respondent, Archibald, who traveled
with an American passport to act as
emissary of a foreign government.

It is ludicrous to have such techni-!

cality offered to the
country.

Ambassador Dumba has had his
heart-tc-heart talk with Secretary
Lansing, and as a result instead of
getting his passports he appears to
be going back, somewhat defiantly,
to his job. He even went to the
extent of visiting the Secretary of
Labor about co-operation in carry-
ing out the Austro-Hungarian
scheme of interfering with the or-
derly conduct of industry in this
country! Was ever greater ef-
frontery?

It is hard to believe that even
the most blatant Administration
cuckoos will hail this as another
“triumph of diplomacy.” It looks
more like a complete sacrifice of the
country’s self-respect.

HIS DREAM UNREALIZED

Edward B. Moore, former Com-
missioner of Patents, died without
seeing his life dream realized, That
dream was an adequate building for
the United States Patent Office.

The Government had to learn
from the Presido fire the danger
of many of its garrison buildings.
The Washington fire marshal has
predicted that it may learn from the
old Patent Office building, if ever
a fire breaks out there, the danger
of housing hundreds of its employes
in ancient fire traps.

The Patent Office is the only
bureau of the Government which
turns over large sums into the

Treasury. Instead of being a burden
it is a source of revenue. But this
one revenue-producing bureau has
been the last to be recognized in the
construction of modern department
buildings.

Aside from the menace to human
lives, invaluable records are stored
in highly inflammable wooden shelves

all about the corridors of the build-
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ling. Mr. Moore did not live to see
his hope of a well-equipped builld-
ing, but a new Patent Office, at
least, would he a .monument to the
man who fought vigorously for years
to get one.

DUKE NICHOLAS TO THE TALL
TIMBER!

The removal of Grand Duke Nich-
olas from command of the Russian
‘armies in the west and the assump-
{tion of direct command by the Czar
is a surprise seemingly to even the
military authorities of Russia’s al-
|lies. It has been generally believed
the grand duke was an excellent
strategist and a forceful command-
|er, The campaign that won Przem-
{¥sl earned him wide repute, and his
management of the present tremen-
{dous retreat without losing an army’
has been esteemed a great accom-
plishment. Yet he is suddenly re-
moved and sent to a command in
the Caucasus of much less signifi-
cance. b

Manifestly, whatever the rest of
{the world thought, Russian author-
lity didn’t think Nicholas the right
man for the job. The right man
|doesn't get removed, in war or in
business. It is, of course, possible
that popular disaffection, in view of
the continuous disasters of their
arms, may have stirred up clamor
in Russia against the commander- |
in-chief, which has made it neces-
sary for the government to remove
{him. Russia is nowadays pander-!
ing to public opinion in ways quite
novel in that empire.

PHONE LIST FOR VISITORS TO
CAPITAL

How important a part the tele-
| phone now plays in domestic, social,
and business relations is attested by
the proposal to establish a telephone |
registration bureau in New York
city.

This bureau is designed to be a
place of registration for transients
in the city who expect to call and
be called by telephone. Even during |
a visit to another city the business |
man now finds himself hampered if
he cannot use a telephone freely,
and if others with whom he does
business cannot reach him readily.

IN GREAT SUBWAYS

Has Accommodations i=or At
Least 50,000 People, With
Necessary Supplies.

Dr. Abram Simon Delivers Ser-
mon to Huge Crowd At Eighth
Street Temple.

That the volce of American Israel
will be heard at the council of peaca
In & united plea for the rights of ths
Hebrews In Russia, Poland, and Rou-
mania 15 the hope of the American
Hebrew, Dr. Abram Simon declared
in an eloquent New Year sermon this
morning In the Eighth Btreet Temple.

In obeervance of Hosh Hashonah,
practically all the storex of Warhing-
ton Hebrews were closed today, and
the eynagogues of the city were filled
with wor.-ilnfru. Before the Arst
notes of the muaic of the Eighth
Street Temple filled the auditorium of
the synagogue, every seal Was o0¢-
cupled, The augmented cholr gave &
#pecial program for half an hour be-
fore the sermon of Dr. 8imon, Fol-
lowing the address, a song of hope
for the new year wan rendered.

Accomplishments Detailed.

The accomplishments o fthe Ilast
yvear, in which the Hebrew race was
ceneernel, were detalled by Dr, Simon,
who pointed to the progress made as
an Incentive for the new year,

“The iIndividual Jew comes and goes,
but |srael remains.”” Dr, Simon sald, In
urging his people to remain loyal to
| Judalam, ¢ reclted the accomplish-
! ments of Hebrew eclentiats, the advance
made in medicine through the efforts of
Hebrew physeicinns, and told of the part
taken In the great European war hy
| the Hebrews.

i While regretting the necessity for the

participation of his countrymen In the
 bloody strife, Dr. Simon, with pride,
| told of the herolsm of the Hebrew mal-
dier, emphasizing the noint that al-
ready 651 crosses of honor had been he-
stowed aon Hebrewe by the Auatrian
government. lHe cxpressed the hope
| that after the war this heroie service
woiuld be recognized by grenter oivie
righta than the Hebrews have hereto-
fore enjoved,

Can Fxpect More.

Touching on the Russian Yebrew
the war, Dr. S8imon sald. in view of

| permitted to remnain alive so that his
|gullt or innocence would develop In
ttme, and he exprezsed the hope for
ithe day when “Jew or non-Jew' hlack
or white, would be assured of fair
trinls."
“We stand now facing a new wvear,”
Dr. Simon said. Tt i8 a vear full of
hope, Humanity can not eternally dis-
pair. neither can [t eternanily be beast-
ilized and brutal'zed by war. The end
of the war should bring the triumph of
demoeracy, and we should all face this
new year with the hope that the wvo'ce
of the united lzrael In America of men
and women of the Jewish falth will rize
in the peace counecils in behalf of the
rights of the Jew In Russa, Poland and
Roumnlia.”
