
Nine. Men and Boys Rescued

After All Hope Had Been

Given Up for Them.

TAMAQUA. Pa.. Oct. ine man
and boya. who had been entombed In
the Fonter tunnel of the Lehigh Coal
and Navigation Company since Inst
Monday, have been rescued nllve, and
today are recovering from the effect
of their exoerlenCA

Fully B.000 pcrsors lined the ropes, 100

feet from tho tunnel's mouth, yesterday,
when a miner came out and whispered
to Sheriff Hortneady that the men had
been reached and wcro all alive. Tho
news spread quickly throughout the big
assemblage, but not $ sound was heard.
The crowd stood as If spellbound. Tho
unexpected had occurred, and the men
had been reached allvo after they had
been given up as dead.

John McAndrews and Joseph Murphy
were the first two to reach tho surface
at 4:10. Then followed Elmer Ilarron and
John Boner. Ilerron was In good con-
dition and wanted to walk, and also
asked for a cigar, stating that he hnd
not had a smoko for a week, but both
requests wcro refused.

Rescue Called Marvelous.
Then, In order, came I'cter Lemmock,

Charles Matokls, Domlnlck Holchek,
Joe Lngolnls nnd Dominic Uodorl. All
tha men raised their heads from tho
stretchers, as though to tell their
Halting relatives and friends that they
were "out of the volley of the shadow."

The reseuo Is considered ono of tho
most marvelous In tho history ot min-
ing. It was tho general opinion that
whllo somo of tho men might havo
reached the breast, others of tho em-
ployes norklng In the gangway would
lie swept nway by tho flood. Leading
ntlncworkers were optimistic until yes-
terday, when tho announcement enmo
that black damp had ben discovered.
Then they relinquished all hopes, foil-
ing that If the men had escaped the
flood they would have been overcome
by the gas.

Several of tho men, apparently ot
strong constitution and vitality, talk-
ed cheerfully to their stretcher bear-
ers while being taken from tho mine,
nnd from this source It was learned
that fish oil and a few crushed chick-
en bones had made up the principal
diet of tho men until Thursday, on
which day tho later delicacy had been
devoured, and the fish oil composition
una I5 only Item on the bill of rare.

Minxr Saves Dinner Pail.
Koch of the men entombed had In his

pockets several cakes of a fish oil sub-
stance known as "sunshine cokes," a
form of paraffin that Is used by mine
workers In lamps, and which gives a
smokeless flame.

One of the rnlnmberl men. John Man
or, has for many years held a reputa
tion for Ills enormous iippelto and the
site of the dinner pall that Is required
to contain his midday meal. Having
Just taken his pall In his hand shortly
before noon Mnndnv, when the rush of
water lorccn in tne root, iioner ac-
cording to tin.' story uf his companions,
ran with others to chute No. 27. but
still kept a firm grit) on the dinner imll.

Hours later, when the first pangs of
hunger assailed the entombed men,
Uoner extracted from the pull many
plereH of Oread, other urtlcles of food
found In most miners' .cans, and, above
all. the greater portion of a. roast
chicken. All of the food was shared
nniong the men. but the chicken was
saved until the last. Not knowing how
long they would be held prisoners, tho
men partook ot their food In small
quantities, and. after carefully taking
off all the mrnt from the hones, pluced
the latter hnrk In the dinner pall for
w reserve supply

Cakes of the oil were also carefully
hoarded anil the men chewed on them
for hours, extrartlmc what little nour-
ishment they contained The paraffin
rakes, however, served to moisten the
men's throats More than forty-eig-

hours before their reseuo. as nearly as
the men could determine the time, tho
reserve supply of i hlckcn bones was
passed around, and these, according to
the men who coum talK. were ground
lietween their teeth and partaken of In
small quantities. Kor the last two days,
however, the men declared they had
been without food and care was exer-
cised at the hospital In giving nourish-men- t

They were compelled to drink
the mine water, which they did in spar-
ing quantities.
