" YETTHEYRE UNHAPPY

German Sailors Interned at
Hoboken Long For Bier
Halles of Fatherland.

NEW YORK, Oct. 6.—A sallor's life,
according to advice given In verse and
mong, is the life for one to jead, bhut
the writers of such lines undoubtedly
must have had reference to only life
on an oeean wave, If first-hand impres-
slons gleaned from a visit to Hoboken,
whore 5,000 German saflors are leading
sallors' llves ashors, are rightly formed.

The vissitudea of Germany’s sallors,
who have been at the New Jersey side
of this port since war's bheginning, more
than one year ngo, causod the comand-
ers of thelr veasels to relinquish hopes
of leaving thelr plers, form a chapter of
ups-and-downa to which every one of

them mseemingly would like to write
finis.
Thers are eighteen largas Oerman

liners awinging ldly at Hohoken plers,
Including tha great Vaterland of the
Hamburg-American line, and the North
German Llovd lner Qeorge Washing-
ton, The 6,000 Germhana who compose
their crews have been experiencing the
strange life of the landlubber, with ita
comparative idlencas, for a longer
veriod than most of them ever spent
aahore since thelr sen  days  began,
which, for Bremen and Hamburg liner
crewa, means since a very early age.

Long For Fatherland.
Cholera slares, frequent visits to
thelr quarters by health officera inlent
on resculng them from su 1 un-
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sanitary conditions, a wava of Insanity
In thelr ranks. experiments with their
diet, a shortage of that one-time River
street  staple—real German beer—and
the closing down of the seamen's fav-
orite dance hall, are some of the viciaal-
tudes to which the hapless 5,00 have
been aubjected.

At first glance one scarcely eould
imagine & more pleasant existence
than that which the fortunes of war
have meted out to Hoboken's visiting
crewn,  Thelr homes are aborrd thelr
shipas. Tl\e{ receive pay, despite the
fact that thelr companies’ vesscls are
fdle. Their day's toll—caring for the
ships—is not overheavy, and they have
timoe a-plenty In which to frequent
amusement resorts.

Along River street, from the terminal
of the Hudson tubes to the groumls of
Stevens Institute, In almoat solld rows,
upposite the sapaclous vards of the Ham-
burg and Lloyd lines, are German beer
halle.  Most of these bonst summer
wardenn. There nre the Cafe Julien,
Lloyd Hall, the Bremen Cafe, the Wal-
dorf-Astorin Hotel {Hoboken style), and
other places, where the seamen have

loved to loiter over thelr favorite
brews, But after a year of indulgencae
there, the men remind one, comes a

yvearning for certain “bier halles’” and
“gartena’” of Bremen and Hamburg,
that are rather attractive themselves,

Long For Ftherland.

Bitting In the beer gardens and gas-
Ing out on thoe German shipyards,
fenced In by iron ralls, broken at inter-
vals by low-roofed brick structures
and plcketed by heavy-faced guards
lurking in the ahadow of the green
bushes that border part of the fences—
one can see the rounded tops of the
liners” smokestncka peering mbove the
houses on the plers. Probably It {s be-
caune these stacks remind the Germana
of thelr fatherland that they do not
#it a8 much in the gardens durlng day-

light as they di when the war
started.
It was first learned that the crewa

weren't exactly happy last June, when
Dir. Joseph Stack. health commissioner
of Hoboken, announced that twelve In-
sane men had been removed from the
Germnn  shipa In  the two previous
montha,

Dir. Stack attributed this outhreak of
inmanity to lack of proper food, Ninety
per cent of the sallors, he sald, wers
undernourished and anmemic. He was
fearful of an epldemic of heri-berl, 8o
he nnd a milk and food Inspector from
Hohoken went aboard the Vaterland,
Harbarossa, George Washington, and
President Lincoln and Investigated con-
ditions from stems to sterns. Sclentific
fingers were poked Inquiringly Into pud-
dings and soups and the nallora’ diet
was changed. Sinee then they have
been subsisting on heavy bean soup.
thick wvegetable soup, plenty of vege-
tnbles, potatoes cooked in thelr jackets,
frult twice a week, and ralaina in thelr
bread.

Lieutenant MucManter's letter fore-
east the very drive In which he lost his
life, *I've been up 300 yards from the
Huna In our new and cute trenches. You
see, we are always pushing up and for-
ward till we meet the Hun doing like-
wine. It looks aa though there will be
u blg show here soon. 1 wonder how
wa'll get on."”

The close of the letter showed that,
though a savineg sense of humor kept
him in high feather, the yvouthful officer
was sensible of the extreme danger of

his poeition.
