pold medal at the Panamn-Pacifle Kx-
osition were used, Hoecords on thess
natrumenta wers securcd by  sending
them up by the use of balloons

When the balloons rendhidd the maxi-
mum elevation two of them burst by
expansion and the other allowed the
instrument to drift slowly down to eart
with its Intereating record. Some of
the photographic records were spolled
by exposure to the wenther, Lut none of
the instrumenta were jost.
