War Hits College Colors.

NEW YORK, Oct 10.—A new war
ern, midwany between the extremes of
the Furopean bhattlefronts, has heen
opened by the Austro-German inva-
elon of Serbia.

Confldence in the power of M. Venl-
zelos, shown by the allled displomats at
Athens, brought discomfiture upon them
when M. Venlzeloa was compelled tn
reslgn the premlership.  His  retire-
ment wns due primarily to disapproval
of his course by King Conatantine, but
there v NHitle doubt that popular opin-
lon supports the more eautious attitude
of the Greek monarch,

M. Venlzelos is an ardent expansjon-
tvt, whose supreme contldence in
Greeee's ability  to expand along the

Anln Minor const ls not ahared by other
Athenlnn statesmen,

Protest a Subterfuge.

Probably In exchange for eontribu-
tions Ly the anllles toward the cost of
Greeee's  mobiligation, M Venlzelos
tacitly econsented, before his retirement
frem the premiership, to the disem-
barkation of sllied troops on the Greelk
conet. A formal protest by the Athens
government agninst the landing carried
np welght, bacaase It Was abviourly
only & subterfuge to permit Grecee of-
ficinlly to maintaln her neutrality The
new Greeck minlatry has ahown no ovi-
dinece  of  repudinting  the Venizelos
aerecment.

The allles have thus won the right
to use Greek soll as u militury huse,
even though they have fulled to carry
Greece into the war with them. This
I8 m privilege of iImmense value, which
mnay play the declsive part in the new
cnmpalgn in the Balkane,
mountainous country and with
glo-Fronch help reaching the
tang vin Haloniki, less than
miles from the Serbian border,
German chances of victory are
more than even,

May Check Bulzara.

tHlow Important a role Bulgaria will
play in the campalgn is an unknown
problem. The qulek disposition of
French and Hritish troops in Serbla
along the Bulgarian frontler might
check the latter power from the out-
net, an Ttaly has boon checked by aus-
trim-Hungary. If this be the resuly,
Greece and Roumania may fall on
Bulgaria and overwhelm her. Cer-
tainly a considerable purt of the Bul-
Earian army must be held as (rontler
guards along the Greck and Rouman-
ian boundaries Only & part of Bul-
garia's strength oan be used, thero-
fore, agninst Serbia

The withdrawal of Marshal von
Mackensen from the Russian front, to
command the Austro-German expedi-
tion Iinto Herbin, undoubtedly means
the Germuans do not intend to develop
further maljor operations aguinst the
Muscovites. Von Hindenburg's armles
continue to try their strength agninst
the Dvinn line, but there is little
