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HONESYY IN ADVERTISING

When the Retail Merchants' As-
sociation went on record last even-
ing as opposing false advertising it
placed itself in the forefront of pro-
gressive organizations of its kind. It
gave expression to the ideal already
practiced in their daily announce-
ments by the vast majority of Wash-
ington business men. Its efforts will
have the effect of protecting these
merchants from the ocensional back-
slider who may try to take advan-
tage of the confidence created by his

honest competitors and make a
“quick haul"” with untrue state-
ments,

Advertising has evolved from an
incident of the business world to an
exact science, One of its elemental
facts is that honesty, in addition to
its other merits, is the best paying
policy. The word “advertising” has
undergone & subtle transformation
in meaning. From the blatant and
exaggerated suggestion it conveyed
formerly, it now is more nearly
gynonymous with “publicity.” It
has the earmarks of news, and the
public places the same confidence in
the advertising of reputable firms as
in the newsa matter a newspaper con-
tains.

To further this plan concerted of-
fort is to be undertaken by the Re-
tail Merchants' Association. The ag-
gregate advertising of any group of
business men iz not much stronger
than its weakest link. The customer
who thinks himself “stung” becomes
an advertising medium for his dis-
comfiture that carries farther than
any amount of good advertising. To
protect themselves against the oc-
casional .advertiser of fake wares
and wvalues honest merchants need
all the protection an association can
give them.

What is of especial concern to the
public is that dental eclinics be es-
tablished for school children.

Remarkable results. have
heen obtained with such elinica in
several cities. Though no way has
yet been found to check the evolu-
tionary degeneration of teeth, it is
practical to check the deeay of indi-
viduals' teeth, and to keep mouths
in such conditions that they will not
breed disease,

THE GARRISON ARMY PLAN

The outline of Secretary Garri-
son's army plan contains enough to
make clear that the Secretary and
the experts associated with him
have studied carefully the best mod-
el of military organization in oth-
er countries; notably the Swiss and
Australian plans of universal rer-
vice, and the British orgunization
of “territorials,” which, perfected
after the Boer war had given brit-
ain o grievous lesson, made possible
the rapid building of 'a great army
when the present war hogan.
yJt ix proposed in the Garuson
plan to increase the regular army
to 120,000 men aside rrom about
20,000 non-combatants who are nec-
essary to its organization, to retain
Ithe militia of the States, and to
creale, ag the most imporlant fea-
ture of the new plan, a “continen-
tal army,” which may he compured
roughly to the British territorials.
This continental army is at full
strength to number 400,060 men,
one-third of them to be enhstud an-
nually for three years. 'They are
to devote two months in emh of
their first three years to actual ser-
vice, and after that to be retained
on the rolls for three years, Lable
to be called out in caze of need.
