School Commission Has Con-

stantly Been Split Over Va-

rious Matters.

Sweeping changes in the control
of the Washington public schocts,
designed to bring their administra-

tion directly under the District
Commissioners, are understood to

be recommended in the Commis-

sioners' estimates.
One of the most radical of these

changes, it is understood, is prac-

tically the abolition of the present
board of education. '

Commissioner Newman today
declined to make any statement
about the recommendations. Mem-

bers of the school board cay they
have not been officially informed
of the change, but stated that they
had expected it.
