Ivnapp said: .

Comforter Promised.
"Before Jesus went nay lie promised

ua another Comforter. That no .miscon-
ception might nrlae, he look the pre-
caution to explain the limine of this
promised Comforter, tt should not be
a man, nor a 'peraon, but rather the
Impersonal "Spirit of truth. ' He ex-
plained furlhei that the "Spirit of
truth" would lead mankind Into alltruth, even to the very source of truth
which Is God. and It would testify of
Wm. Now the Pplrlt of truth Is Inlaw the law which communicates
Ood's henllnr power to humanltv. That
law. moreover, reoulrea r science uhlrh
can Interpret It and ho leasonably un-
derstood. Since tho law Its
science must he a dllnc or Christian
Science. That la what Christian Science
Is the spiritual undcretandlnK of di-
vine law as applied to the needs of
humanltv.

"Sometimes It occurs that one Is so
completelv overwhelmed by sorrow and
Brief that all the comfort and consola-
tion of human affection seems helpless
to hrhthten the thought. Then e need
to rencmbcr that there Is a sorrow thatpurines, and another sorrow that works
evil." It will sweeten or sour the dispo-
sition according to the direction it takes.

Say, Disease Is Mental.
"Jeaus healed phvslcal disease on the

basis that the Truth males free Four
thousand eara of mcdklne has

to force the conclusion that
disease la purelv nhjslcal. and that It
requires a physical remedy The result
In that diseases have actuallv multi-
plied. Jesus proved that sickness, dis-
ease and fear are the errors and not
the truths of being, nnd they lan be
healed by a mental process.

"It la KcneralU recognised that certain
nenous disorders nre mental: for
though the perron mav be sick almost
to distraction, examination may disclose
no diseased organ, tissue or nene. lie
mav hme apparent phvslcal ailments,
such aa that trinity of disorders known

a dsiicpsla, heait palpitation, and
but an examination discloses

no organic disease. The patient'
troubles are actually unreal, In th
Knse that they have no physical cause
But to the patient they are decidedly

real. In the sense that he feels them
constantly, and can not free himself
from them.

Some Examples.
"Though a patient may be perfectly

sane while mrtcrlng from some nervous
ailment, his belief must be changed

he can experience hto hcallnc
That la never brought about by Imag-
ining himself well. Such primlthe emo-
tions an fear and anger, which arc, com-
mon to men and beasts, are said to pro-din- e

depressing and polsonoua condi-
tions. The thought of gtilltr la anld to
be even moro dolnterloua. Anger may
cause a peraon to become flushed or
pallid In the face, Indlcntlng the montiil
control of the circulation Indeed, It
mny stop one's dlgeation altogether,
showing how one's thought has equal
control over the dlgeatlvo system. A
erre examination may affect students

with retarded digestion due to their
fear. With the proof that functional
disorders are mental In their cause, due
to erroneous thinking. Inveatlgatlon has
continued until medical experiments
lmo prord that dlabetea Is entirely
the result of fetr or emotion. In fact.
It Is more Rcnerally conceded today that
consumption may be Just a consumlnB
fear. That mi) be the reason why no
drug or medicine ever healed them.

The Healing Thought.
'Thvalclans have observed that the de

pressing and poUonous effects of fear.
anger, hatred, jealousy, and ao forth are
relieved by the wholesome effects of
faith, hope, and loving
kindness which promote health. How
then shall they be administered t. tho
pntlent? The method taught by the
schools Is b suggestion, human will,
and human icason. which are aa mate-
rial aa the dlBcaee. They mav re em-
ployed Jti.--t .i well by a wloked man.
hv an Infidel or a pagan-o- ne whe
knows nothing about the truth of Cod.
The Chrirttan Scientist, on the other
hand, rmiIo)s only the spiritual Mind
which transcends brnln or matter. That
Mind Is never tnnsmltted through

because It l eerywhero pres-
ent, and Its government prevails wher-
ever It is most needed by the patient.
