For naval gun factory at Washing-

The intention of the Navy Department
to accumulate a reserve supply of med-
ical stores is shown in the paragraph
covering the medical department which
contains this language: "And toward
the accumulation or a reserve supply
of medical stores, not to exceed $76,000."

The preparedness program extends

Naval Flying Corps.
The creation of a naval flying corps,

to consist of 150 officers and student
flyers and 3E0 enlisted men. Is recom-
mended by the Secretary.

The languago providing for the crea-
tion of this now branch of the service
reads, in part:

"There Is hereby established in thenavy subject to the laws and regula-
tions irovcrning the same, o speeial
corps to be known as the Naval Flying
Corps, whose particular duties shall bo
in connection with tho operation, de-
sign, maintenance, and activities of air
craft in all Its nhases, and in the educa-
tion and training of personnel for all
duties connected therewith.

"The Naval Flying CorpH shall be
composed of 150 officers and student
fivers and 350 enlisted men. appointed
commissioned, enlisted, and distributed
In the various urndes and ratings of
the navv. as hereinafter provided. That
the said number of officers, student
fivers, and enlisted men shall be in ad-
dition to the total number of officers
nnd enlisted men which Is now or may
hereafter bo provided by law.

"That the officers and enlisted men
shall receive the same pay and allow-
ances that are now provided by law for

fflcers and enlisted men of the same
nrade or rank and rating In the navy
detailed for duty with air craft. That
student fivers while undergoing in-
struction and tralnln'r shall receive the
snme pav and allowances as midshipmen
at the Naval Acadnmv: Provided, That
after receiving n certificate of qualifica-
tion as actual fivers of air craft they
shall receive the name pay ami allow-
ance now nlloui'd bv law for midship-M- il
