SUM FOR PLAY NOT LARGE

Eleven Per Cent For Parks and
Street Trees—Charities
Section More Than Twelve.

That the Distriet of Columhia spends
a mreater amount for the education of
its children and adults than moes into
anv other single item of the expensa of
government is graphically shown in the
accompanying chart of estimated ex-
penditures for 1917, as shown in the
budget sent to the new Congressa.

All the estimates of the Commias-
sloners, nlus items carried in other than
the District bill, are included within the
circle. The total is $15861.061. Of this
sum $16.343,198 is ecarried in the Com-
missioners’ estimates, and $518.775 is car-
ried in the general estimates of Federal
departments,

But $752,006, or 474 per cent, of the
total, is to be spent In meeating the
gencral expenses of government, or the
cost of maintaining the directing and
governing authority. Tt includes $308.428
for the executive and administrative of-
flces. and 3353670 for maintaining the
courta.

Police and Fire Outlay.

Trotection of Mfe and property, mec-
tion 2, s one of the largest items, rank-
ing second to education in cost. In all
$2.904,663. or 12.90 per cent. will be spent
under this head. Over one mlillion of
this—¥1.088,581.34, or 6.6 per cent, to be
exact, will be needed to maintain the
Pollce Department, The Fire Depart-
ment will need $830.960, or 524 per cént,
of the total expenditures; $86,100, or .61
per cent, will be needed by the District
Militia, and $219.924, or 140 per cent, for
miscellaneous inspectjons.
