CHICAGO. Dec 20. Reports that
folonol Roosevelt wtll take a hand In

the Republican national convention
calned credence In Chicago today, when
admission wan made that Roosevelt's
friends have taken an option on the
Florentine room at the Congiess Hotel
for the period of the convention.

The option expires tomorrow, Medill
I&Cormick, who conferred with Colonel
Roosevelt Saturday, 13 speeding to Chi-

cago today to repoit the colonel's deci-

sion to his friends heie.
The reservation was tentatively made

by Harold Ickes. chairman of the Pro-

gressive, party, the Congress management

said.
"Ickes said "tie would tell ns today or

tomorrow to make the reservation per-

manent."
The reservation was made last week.

Immediately after the conference here
between Ickes and George W. Pet kins.
Ickes at that time declnicd Roosevelt
had asserted h would not come to the
convention. Mcormick then was sent
to New York for 11 conference with
Roosevelt.

Governor Hadlev of
Missouri. Governor Johnson of Califor-
nia, or 'ormer Senator and Secretary of
St.tte Knox of Pennsylvania. Ellhu
Rcot Is taboo with Rooyevelt. who Is
unalterably opposed to his nomination.

Some of the political dopesters thought
thev saw some connection with a Roose-
velt Presidential boom In tho mysterious
visit here during tho meeting of the Re-
publican national committee of Frank
II Hitchcock, who steered the Repub
lican machine Taftward In 1W8 under
Roosevelt's orders.

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Commissions Govern
Eighty-on-e U. S. Cities

There are eighty other cities In the
I'nlted States with a commission form
of government nimllar to that of tho
District of Columbia, according to
municipal statistics made public by tho
Census Bureau ihls aftornoon.

Policewomen are employed in twenty-si- x

cities, whllo no fewer than 122 of the
204 cities have their police departments
on a civil service basis.

Ono of tho most significant features
of the report Jhovvs that the policemen
of Washington hive a longer tlmo to
servo to attain the maximum grade than
those of any other city. Tho Census
Bureau says: t"Among the cities of 100,000 or more,
tho longest term of service necessary to
attain tho highest grade Is found In
Washington, D. C where, after three
years of service at $800 and five moro
at J 1,080, the patrolman finally receives
$1,200 per annum."

Municipal Prohibition.
Municipal prohibition prevails In

fifteen cities, Stato prohibition in seven-
teen, and county and parish prohibition
in three. In fifteen cities certain
saloons are licensed to sell malt liquors
only. A bulletin on tho general sta-
tistics of cities, showing all of these
facts, will 'soon bo published.

CONTnOL OF TORPEDO

Naval Board Hopes

for Installation on War Ves-

sels.

Wireless. controlled torpedoes, shot
from submarines and battleships, Is
tin latest invention occupying tho at-
tention of the naval advisory board
ot inventors and the Bureau of Ord-
nance.

It is the hopo of the Nuvv Depart-
ment experts that the devise will have
been sufficiently tried out to permit
Ita Installation on some of the sub-
marines, dreadnaughts, and battle-cruise- rs

to be authorized under the new
naval prdgram.

The Department Is likewise endcar-orin- g

to perfect the wireless tele-
phone invention to such an extent as
will peirnlt Its practical operation be-

tween the shore stations and the ships
of the fleet.

The wireless torpedo was invented
by John Hays Hammond, Jr. It has
already been adopted by the War De-

partment fcr use In connection with
the coast defenses, nnd appropria-
tions for Its Installation are naked in
the n n mi.1 1 report of tht chief nf the
Const rlillery Corps.

It Is claimed for the torpedo that It
can be controlled absolutely as to di-

rection rrr the time it leaves the
propelling tube, nnd that the chances
of a missed shot are reduced to a
minimum
