All we want
is good baseball. Give us that, cut out the quarrels and appeals to law,
and we shall all be happy again. The most sincere wishes for a happy,
prosperous and victorious season for 1916 are hereby offered to President
Minor, Manager Griffith, and the fans.

'Baf;ebnll is a life of a loafer," asserts Prof. James Paige,
?l University of Minnesota, in explaining the reasons why

Western conference professors passed the resolution to abolish
intercollegiate baseball.

"With the exception of a few hours a day, spent in the
atmosphere of the idle talk of tho grocery store, the poolroom, the
saloon, the moving picture show, among not altogether desirable
aasciatcs," Prof. Paige says, "I have never met an athlete or any
other man who wished his boy to play baseball for money as n
member of a professional or semiprofcssional team.

"The reason why the Western intercollegiate conference dis-
continued intercollegiate baseball as a college sport is because it
has become so thoroughly a commercialized sport that it is prac-
tically impossiblo to continue it on an amateur basis."

Louis under the management of Charlie
Comlskej , the present owner of the Chi-
cago White Sox, is dead here. He suc-
cumbed to an attack of heart disease
yosteidav while In a street car. He rc-th-

from active playing In 1S91 and
was about fifty-eig- ht years old at his
death.

O'Neill was the original "Tip." and
since hi stlmo almost every player of
the same name ha.s beon called "Tip."
Ho Joined the old St. lxiuis Browns as
;i pitcher, but was soon sent to the out-
field Mhero ho rapidly became a star of
the first rank. With Welch and Mc-
Carthy, he made up the best outfield
trio In the game. He was a heavy hit-
ter and a great base runner. He hit
for moro than .300 for seven straight

Weeghman Tells How
He Got Into the Game
Chicago Man Expected to Spend $26,000 in Venture,

But Soon Found Himself Putting Out Half a
Million in the Battle of the Feds.

Charley Weeghman, who was one of
the pioneers In the Introduction of the
Kcderal league and who Is now among
those listed to step Into a prominent
place In organized baseball, has told a
story from which many who arc In-

clined to gamble may learn a lesson.
It's tho old story of how little faults

soon grow Into big ones If they are not
corrected. Weeghman tells thc story
of how he intended that lie should only
gamble P5.000 on the proposition of tho
Chicago Federal League club becom-
ing a money-makin- g Institution, It was
while tho Chicago man was on his way
to aid In thc declaration of pence be-
tween his league, and those of organized
ball that he unburdened hlmsolf of thostory, and hero It Is as related by
H. T. McDanlcl. of Cleveland:

"I'd always taken moie or less InterestLeague clubs, not so very much, but
I had no Idea of backing any club.
Then Gllmoro got hooked In by ad-
vancing somo salaries to tho Kcderal
League c)ubs( not so very muchf but
enough to get him started. Gllmoro
finally got thc Idea that the Feds could
be made a real big league, and every
time we golfed together he got after
mo to get behind tho Chicago club.
