If
education had been Instituted in so-
ciety for tho sake of Its functional
value, as ti supplement to lift Itself,
educational oiganlzatlon probably would
differ from what Jt Is today: and ed-
ucational activities would be founded
on Individual needs and purposes, and
ivou'd elve more regard to individual
limitations.

May Prove Detrimental.
'Inasmuch as practices designed

chlc for tho nurpose of getting knowl-
edge nmv be detrimental to education,
and Inasmuch as sound educational ac-
tivities are Invariably followed by tho
acquisition of genuine knowledge, the
thine to do Is to organize the secondary
school activities so that knowledge of
the tight kind mav result, if education
Is a process and not an outward result,
the obvious thing Is to organize that
process. In secondary education and
een In primary education the first need
Is to devise a progrnm of educational' occupations through which not only in-
formation may be acquired, but tho
ounlitles that really count In life, such
n& eoparltv for work, ability to plan.
Pouei of observation. It Is not for the
secondary school to prepare, but for theuniversity to continue.

"Fren from the university bias, thesecondary school can devote Itself to tho
rduc-ntlo- of the majority of the people."
he said "Present methods which make
the ability of the pupil to retain facta
til" llrst condition of permanence in
school, aie by their very nature incom-
patible with the Idea of a democratic
edi cation. Just as It is In society, theonly price for successful permanence In
school should be work, work capable ofbeing performed with pleasure by any
normal being "

ROOSEVELT SCORED

IN SHIPPING REPORT

Lobby Committee Declares Col-

onel Failed to Prove Charges
Against Wilson and Bryan.

A scathing attack on Colonel Roose-
velt is made in a report submitted to
tho Senate today by a special lobby
committee, headed by Senator Walsh,
which Investigated the charge regarding
the maintenance of a lobby to Influence
action on the ship purchase bill In the
last Congress.

The committco does not sustain Im-

putations that thero was any scheme of
which officials were cognizant to traf-tl- c

In Interned vessels of the Hamburg-America- n

Lino or other vessels In the
ways which were commonly alleged and,
Insinuated last session. Nor Is thereany finding that tho shipping trust un-
dertook lobbying horo to defeat the bill.

The committee Is composed of Sena-
tors Walsh, Simmons and Heed, Demo-
crats, and Sutherland and Penrose Re-
publicans. The Republicans do not find
the charges about tho shipping lobby and!
tho like sustained, but do not criticize
Roosevelt.

Invited To Capitol.
After having told of inviting Co'onel

Roosevelt to appear before the commit-
tee . the report. In part, says:.

"He replied by a lengthy telegram to
the effect that he had no information
not equally at tho command of the
readln- - public, and referred to the tes-
timony before the committee of iho
House of Representatives nnd the de-
bates and proceedings In the Henat as
affording Justification for the charge
which he ventured to make. Enlight-
ened from these sources, he argued, as
though It were disputed, that the dis-
tinguished officials, wfoose dovotlon to
the public Interest in connection witn
the ship purchase bill he so plainly
Impugned, were urging its passage, or
rather that tho President and Secre-
tary McAdoo were, and that the Secre-
tary of State must have been and was
cognizant of their advocacy of it. Hav-
ing established that fact to his own
satisfaction, he reasoned that they, that
li President Wilson and Secretary IJry-a- n,

contemplated purcharlng the snips
of tho belligerents or Secretary McAdoo
vvould have disavowed lief ore the House
committee any such purpose, and that If
tho acoulsltion of such ships was not
Intended, they would have counseled
amending the bill so as to forbid It.
Reaching the conclusion that the Presi-
dent and the Secretary of State Intended
to buy the ships of nations at war. he
felt Justified In asserting that his state-
ment was literally true that those rs

had 'endeavored In the Interest cf
(ertaln foreign business firms to secure
for the I'nltcd States the power to pur-

chase the interned ships of one of tho
belligerents.'

"It is not difficult for any fair-mind- ed

man to conceive of reasons
consistent with the highest patriot-Is- m

and the most exalted motives
that might induce the President of
tho United States and his official ad-

visers to refrain from making any
public declaration that ships of bel-
ligerent nations would not be bought
or to withhold support from any
amendment prohibiting such pur-
chase, even though thero was no In-

tention to buy any such or even a
set purpose was entertained not to
do so.

For Limited Trade.
"Obviously no amendment would in

seriousness bo proposed that no Ger-
man ships should be bought, leaving
the Government free to acquire those
of her enemies. It Is not Inconceiv-
able that the President might find it
possible to secure the acquiescence
of the British government in the
acquisition of some of the Interned
German ships upon an agreement that
they were to be employed In a re-

stricted way, say, only in the South
American or Asiatic trade. The fail-
ure to make any public declaration of
a want of such Intention or a refusal
to Indorse the Lodge amendment by
no means demonstrates a set purpose
to buy the German ships tied up In
our ports.

"The writer, whose eminence is nat-
urally calculated to give weight to his
utterances, finding hlmsejf without
any basis even of a hearsay charac-
ter for his slanderous attack upon
the highest officer of his Government,
simply resorted to a palpable sophis-
try to escape responsibility for the
accusation he made."
