
U.S. BENZOL PLANTS

NOW AFIE BOOMING

Demand for Explosives Created
by War Has Built Up Thriv-

ing Industry.

The demnnl for explosives to flit
irar order has created a new Indus-
try In the United States

Benzol and toluol, Indispensable
raw materials from which explosives,
dyestuffs, and other chemical prod-
ucts are manufactured, ai e In gteat
demand, and plants for their produc-
tion have been built. '

Hepbrts made to C. 72. Lcsher, of tho
United States Geological Survey, by
all of tho coke plants In
the country. Indicate that the output
of benzol and other light oils in 1915
amounted to 13,942,763 gallons, lit

connection, with which there weie pro-
duced TBI, 256 pounds of naphthaline,
a solid crystalline substance.

Some .of the benzol-recover- y plants,
which consist essentially of a compl-
icated system of absoiptlon towers,
pumps, stills, and storage reservoirs,
wero In operation at the beginning of
tho year, but many were built dining
tho early months of 1916. Seveial of
the plants are not equipped to separ-
ate the different oils found in the
crude, and 7,322,670 gallons, more than
naif of tho total output, was reported
as crudo benzol anil light oil and was
shipped in tank cars to refineries
connected with powder woiks and
other chemical industries. In tho
G.G20.093 gallons of oils refined at theplace of recovery, there were 4,832,939
gallons of 100 per cent benzol, 1,315,-72- 7

gallons of toluol, and 470,425 gal-
lons of solvent naphtha.

Thirty-on- e coke-maki- establish-
ments with 4.933 ovens con-
tributed to this total, nnd it is esti-
mated that between 8.000.000 and 9,O0n,OuO

tons of coal were caibonlzod in the
ovens that furnished the gas from which
tho oils wero recovered.

The annual capacity of the benzol-recover- y

plants now in operation Is esti-
mated at more than 20,000,000 gallons,
and with the completion of plants now
nuildlns will probably exceed XOOO.uOO
gallons.

Homy B. Walthall, the ptesent
Kssanay star, who Is most highly
legaided by motion plctuie patrons
as Aell as by people who appie-clat- e

artistic dramatic work, had a
eiy distinct reminder of Mr. Gilf-flt- h's

possibilities as a baigalner on
the flint day he appeared in a film
play.

"I was an Italian laborer In my
first picture," says the Essnnay star.
"I didn't know anything about mov-
ing pictures, but I had become con-
vinced that there was a great futuro
in them, nnd decided to give them a
try. D. W. Griffith was my first
director. He told me what I was to
do in the first scene we took.

"I was to be digging a ditch when
my little daughter brought my din-
ner pall. A tramp was to come along
and, because my daughter begged
me to help the tramp, I shared my
food with him "

Mr. Wnlthnll began making the
picture. In a deserted ditch He was
cautioned not to look nt the camera,
and when the oider was given he
started digging. He dug nnd due
nnd kept on digging, until at last he
threw down his shovel, exhausted.

"Where Is my daughter w 1th my
dinner pall? How much longer do I

havo to do this" ho demanded.
"Not much longer." said Griffith.

"Just until you dig along that stone
there. We're not taking the picture
now, but vou keep on digging. I
promised the contractor that If he
would let tis use this ditch you
would etend it three feet!"
