BITTER FIGHT
19 PREDIGTED

Senators Expected to Swing in
Line for Appointment, But
No Action May Be Taken for
Long Time.

Choice Meets With Most Ap-
proval From Radical and
Progressive Members; Con-
servatives Are Hostile.

Although the Senate is seething
today over the appointment of
Louis D. Brandeis as associate
justice of the Supreme Court, and
Senators in private are voicing all
manner of sentiments and emo-
tions, the opinion is gaining
ground that Mr. Brandeis will in
due time be confirmed.

That he will not be confirmed
without a long and bitter fight
seems certain. The fight, so Sen-
aters say, will, in large part, be
based on the sbelief that Mr.
Brandeis is too much of a radical
and too much inclined to social-
ism to be a safe man to put on the
sypreme bench.  Conservative
Senators of both the Democratic
and Republican parties are show-
ing hostility to the appointment.

FAVOR CHOICE.

As a general proposition, the radical
am® progreasive members of the Senate
are golng to support the arnointment, it
in pald. They are as much pleased with
it as the conservatives are dlaplensed,
Capitol talk poea. It will not be & par-
tisan fight, politicians declare, nnd party
llnes will not be drawn.

The members of the Senate, on the
whaole, who are eald to be hest pleased,
are tha progressive Republicane

Although In some quarters what pur-
port to be polls of the Senate on the
question are bheing put out, manv Sena-
tora refuse to say how theyv will vote
They mny they,are golng to aprroach
the subject with an open minl and de-
termine it judielally.

But the reasons for believing Mr.
Brandels will be confirmed are Yased on
the politice of the situation TIn the firat
place, most of the Democratic Senators
are amenable to White House nressure.
Comparatively few of them, it = said,
will stand out long against anything the
