Sport in Southwest.

Tho
lack of Interest in this great show last
season was attributed by some to the
Panama-Pacltl- c Imposition. Others,
knowing real rtindltlons, are aware that
the moss of neonlo who staved away
knew well that the good racing! of other
years would not do furnished.

THOUSAND UNKS N

UM TED STATES NOW

Famous Scottish Game of Golf

Is Being Well Nurtured by

Our Sportsmen.

NKW YORK. Jan. 31. According to
the latest available statistics, there are
now more than a thousand listed golf
courses In the I'nlted States. All tho
golf associations havo announced ad-

ditions to their ranks this year. Four
new clubs have heen added to the Met-
ropolitan Golf Association Norwood.
Relleport, Areola, and Woodmere. The
New Jersey State Golf Association has
reciulted ten new members In the last
yeai, and has now thirty-seve- n clubs in
Its membership.

The I'nlted Stati s Golf Association
gained nineteen clubs during the year.
Twenty-fou- r new clubs were elected to
allied membership and six new clubs
were elected to active membership, but
eleven allied clubs were lost on account
of nonpayment of dues or resignations.

Of Hie thousand or more listed links
in this country, about 800 are east of
the Mississippi The number west of
tho river is increasing each year, how-
ever, and the undue pioportion between
the geographical sections is diminishing
every season.

The metropolitan district is the most
thickl populated golf section In tho
United States, having seventy-si- x clubs
in the M. G. A., which are within an
approximate distance of fifty miles
from New York city. New York leads
among the Individual States with 170
courses, and Massachusetts is second
with 119.

Mote than 400 of the listed clubs nro
In the small corner of the I'nlted
States consisting of Now York nnd tho
New Knglnnd States. In contrast to
this is the great expanse of the whole
southern distiict. with less than a hun-
dred links from coast to coast.
