was expressed by tho National Kctall
Llnuoit Dealers' Association today In
resolutions unanimously adopted at tho
Nationnl Hotel.

people, to sav nothing-- of its destruc-
tive nnil revoliitlonarv effects Upon
oui system of government, and

wneieas, tne proniniuon oigiiiuxa-tlon- s

are seeking to foico piohibltion
upon the District of Columbia. Including
Washington, the Capital Of the I'nlted
Slate, and tho endeaN oiing to force
the same vicious system of laws which
have all end' failed in the smaller States
of the Union Into the public polj y of
the great communities of this country
which number more than half the people
of the United States.

DESECRATING MMi

Hundred Telegrams Opposing

- Erection of Central Power
Plant Near It Reoeived.

The American Institute of rchllrcts
took a belated but vigorous Interest to-
day In tho proposnl to construct near
tho Mall the central heating, lighting,
nnd power plant for the Government
doparlmonts. and architects from all
sections of tho country telegraphed
Senator Martin and Cori;rcHsmn Fitz-
gerald urging that no building be elect-
ed with smokestacks.

.Senator Martin and fonsircysnian
Fitzgerald nro oti the conferen.'.i com
mittee on tho urgency dellcleii'JO' bill,
which Inci eases tho limit ot cost of tho
preposed plant. T,hls bill also contains
the Nt(vlundn ainonnJetnent
providing that thu boating aint power
plant shnll not be erected unutil plans
havo been approval bv the I'm Arts
Commission and Incident Wilson.

Moto than ono hundred telegrams were
received today by mnmbeis of the con-feien-

committee, each message com-
ing from a local chaiitef of th Anieii-
can Institute of Aichttecls. A typical
message waa that iccHvcd from tho
huffalo. N. Y., chapter, reading.

"Don't lend your power und intlucnen
to allow dlsllgitring heating iJnut chlm-nc- s

to be built near the Mufl and
Washington Monument. No cardtal ot
Kuropi- - Mould tolerate such a thing.
All Americans ilhh to feel a prldo in
Washington, its Mall and its monu-
ments."

Another telegram was from Lifw'ln .

Gordon, of the tv-nlr- New Vork chap-
ter of the American Instlluto of Archi-
tects, saying

"I wish to protest most strongly lu
tho name of tlx soclet agaPisl th"
proposed disfiguring of the Mill and
the belittling of Oio Washington Monu-
ment by the pmposed election of a
heating plant wltji Its four high slacks.
1 hope nu will do all ill uur yonr
to in event such n iUm-- i ration of what
will be one of thru most beautiful capi-
tals in the world "
