Dr. Joaquin do Ollvelra Hothelho, or
Wo Janeiro,- - Is spending the winter 'in
Washington to demonstrate tho merlin
of tho much discussed "Hrnzlllan treat,
ineiit" for tuberculosis.

Dr. Uothclho, pliyslclon, surgeon,
scientist, and nulhor, was a delegate
to thi Second Sclonttlic
Congress last January.

At that time tlho lirazlllan treatment
for the "white plague" wan attracting
some attention, and Dr. Uothclho found
that tho Interest In It was such In this
country that he came back and will
make his headquarter! In the Capital.

llcforo tho Scientific Cengrcss ho told
how his country, In a rystcmatlo anti-
tuberculosis war, had organized various
districts, and had applied tho treatment
for periods extending over several
Jrf.rs. He reported about ts per cent OT

elites In well established cases of the
dtstusc. '

Twenty years ago Dr. Uothclho was
a representative from Urazll to the llrst
Latin Medical Congress, held nt San-
tiago, Chile.

At that time ho proposed that thecongress bo mado a l'artAmerlcan af-
fair, so that scientists from tho United
States might participate.

He made this suggestion nt subse-quent meetings of tho congress, but It
was- - not until years later that his sug-
gestion was followed.

In Mexico, ond later In Italy. Dr.
Hothelho Introduced the Brazilian treat-
ment, explaining Its technique to
physicians, and that Iswhat he Intends
doing In this country.
