"In the first place our equipment
weighs 72 pounds, loo much under desert
conditions," he said. "It Is so cold at
night that cramps set In.

"The dust storms blinded us, but we
(daggered along and got through some
how. The wind drives the sharp s0particles with the force of blrdshot una
our faces were like raw beef, smart-
ing with dust.

"We were not equipped for the high
altitude. We rolled out selves In our
tent cqverlngs at night. And still we
shivered. That Is why so many are
down with pneumonia."
