Trip Interviewer of Joan Sawyer

Amiable Person Sent to Ob-

tain Little Chat With the
Famous Young Dancer Is

Nearly Put Out of the
. Dressing Room Bodily Oh

Account of Ignorance of
StlfeSuperstitions.

all came from trying to appar

I;at ease. An interview meant to
bo about danolng, turned out to
bo one on superstition.

Miss Joan Sawyer was worried,
since Monday afternoon Is always
the vcrv worst tlmo In which to in-

terview any one, especially In vaude-
ville. And In an efforl to pass a few
little thlwra off with nonchalance,
tho Intcrvlower started tho tiniest
whistle Imaginable.

Miss Joan Sawyer turned around
and fairly exploded. "Don't do that
In here." Then she stopped and
smiled Indulgently. "Don't whistle
In my dressing room, because If you
do I'll havo so much bad luck, and
I might-w- ell, don't do it."

Several minutes passed In silence
with only tho hum of tho orchestra
outside. It allured, and the whistle
started again. Miss Sawyer d.d
a quick turn and fairly bristled. She
seemed to think that It had been
done on purpose. Then she felt as
It she had to explain more fully.

"Why, I've known girls who sat
outsldo the dressing rooms of other
girls Just to whistle them out of tho
show. You seo we may bo a mighty
superstitious lot, but we can't get
awav from It.

"For Instance, there doesn't seem to
be any sense In It, but I wouldn't
let you put rav shoes onmiy dressing
table for anything. Not for anything.
Nor put thom higher than my head."

Tho costume which had been In
process of going on was finally hook-

ed up and Miss Sawyer had time to
alt down a moment and talk.

She scorned anxious to wipe out
the Impression which she had made,
and perhaps wanted to lighten her
own conscience. Besides thero was
no use In tiylng to make her talk
of anything else. She wanted to tell
about what alio thought would bring
bad luck, and being a kind of "sot"
person, it was no use to decoy her.

gain, sitting down and telling of In-

significant Mngs that sho feared!
"Stage people are not exactly AL--

superstitious." she declared, "but
most of them have a Btreak of It
someplace In fact. I think that al-

most every person In the world has
some pet superstition. Just because
ours am associated with things with
which ths ordinary person may not
be famllar. in no sign that they are
sillier than well-know- n customs.

"Now I'll wager that most every-
one knows 'sep a pin and pick It up,
all the day you'll havo good luck.
See a pin and let It lie. you'll want
that p'n before you die.' And almost
anyono will pick up n pin that la
found point toward them.

"Some women will pick up hair
pins they tlnd. and throw thein
over the left shoulder with a wish.
Or throw salt which they have spill-
ed, over tho shoulder to prevent a
quarrel.

"Tho superstitions we have are not
one bit more silly. Besides we have
our pet ones. I might believe In one
thing and not In another. It's Just
tho way you feel about It. For in-
stance, property men won't handle
Saratoga trunks. And you'll find
very few stars wearing yellow. It's
a bad color for most of us.

"Then take the other angle of the
producer. Never say 'good luck' to
anyone who Is opening wlfii a new
show or to any of the members of
the cast! 'Break your neck' or any-
thing of that sort nils tho same re-
quirement.

"Laughing at funnv lines In re-

hearsal Is supposed to be a bad sign.
Some people will never twist chairs
around. Rocking an empty rocking
chair is the bugbear of some actors.

"Almost as well known as tho de-

sire to have people NOT whistle In
one's dressing room Is the fear of
peacock feathers. No actor wants
peacock feathers In connection with
