COPPER AS A WAR NECESSARY

Knrly in the present year an or
der for 135,000,000 pounds of cop-

per was placed with American brok-

ers, on behalf of tho allied nations
in Europe, or some of them. Eng-
land and France were understood to
be the nominal buyers; but it was
supposed that the metal would be
distributed where it might be needed
among their allies, most of it doubt-
less going to the British and French
munition works.

Now it is announced that 25,000,-00- 0

pounds has been ordered
by France, for delivery in
April, May, and June. This
would seen to indicato that the
first half of thc year is expected to
sec the absorption of this 160,000,000
pounds in the making of war sup-
plies; and this is only a suggestion
of thc aggregate that has been taken
for such purposes.

American copper has been an in
valuable of the allies. They
have been able to get it, as their
enemies have not been. At the open-
ing of thc conflict Germany was de-

scribed as "full of copper." For
ycurs tho taste for massive things in
copper had been cultivated; gigantic
utensils, ornaments, door hinges
weighing forty or fifty pounds, and
the like, were ultra-fashionab- le all
ovor the country. Perhaps the peo-

ple who had been buying, and, in
this fashion, storing copper through-
out thc country did not realize why
they were following the fashion; but
tho fashion had been cct by thoso
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higher up, and not impossibly was
part of German preparation.

Hundreds of millions of pounds of
copper are going to the allies. Ger-
many must for tho greater part rely
on her old stocks, and they have been
commandeered from all sources, It
is very well known that the expendi-

ture of ammunition by the German
forces since the war began has been
many, times the outside calculations
made in advance. How long can
Germany go on meeting the , vast
drain on n resource that cannot bo
replenished savo in a small degree ?

DAD CAR AIR, AND PNEUMONIA

Reach Turning Point
Two Factors Certain to Check Continued Rise Sub

stitutes as Fuel Being Developed Rapidly, and
NewTields of Supply Arc Sought "

1 By Prospectors.

By JUDSON C. WELLIVER,
At last a ray of light for thc gasolene users!
The price of gasolene isn't going to 50 cents.
Neither is it going to 40 cents.
It will go higher, but will not stay there very long, and before

many months will begin to recede.
Probably there will never be any more II -- cent gasolene in

this country; but, despite that, thc motor car owner, as likely as
not, will be getting his power just as cheaply a year after thc war
ends as hc was getting it a year before thc war began.

VIEW OF AUTHORITIES.
All this on the authority of Oovern-- . fields, the Isst three months have

men! people who have been for months
past engaged In Investigating the gaso-
lene business.

It may be said, incidentally, that there
are other Government authorities who
niklntiiln an entirely different view, who
Insist that gasolene Is going steadily up
to at least 40 ucnts, nnd that unless
there are great new discoveries of crude
oil, it Is unlikely ever to go below 30

cents again.
Dr. Walter Tllttman, for Instance, In-

ventor of the Government process for
converting kerosem Into gasolene, has
expressed t9e deliberate opinion that
present gasolene prices are the result ,
of the normal operation nf supply and
demand, and thai there will probably be
no significant or permanent recession of
the price.

On the other hand, a more cheering
view Is expressed by some of the people
who have been making the Federal
Trade Commission's investigation of the
whole problem of petroleum and Its
products.

They are not yet ready to issue any
authoritative statements, much less to
indulge predictions as to the future
course of prices. Dut thc men who are
in oosltlon to know moat about what
this Investigation has disclosed up to
dale, give the most encouraging view
of the prospects.

Depiction of Reserves.
At the outset, these authorities con-

fess that there is no knowing what the
effects of war conditions may be. If the
war shall continue for several years on
anything like tho present r'ale. prices
may go a good deal higher. The war
Is considered responsible to a very con-
siderable extent for the donation of
the large reserves of petroleum which
were held in this country during the
era of low prices.

War demand, moreover, is an insistent
demand, which will bid up prices. If
necessary. The private owner of a '
mnto.- - car can cut down Ills mlliaire. or
even put his power avtay Indefinitely
and ro on a strike In protest against
tlir prices, hut aeroplane, submarines,
the thousands upon thousands of motor
boats that are scouring tho waters of
tho Hritish war zone, and the annus

Reducing Production.

crude oil have stnrted a groat pros
pecting movement in an pans or tno
country and even tne worm.

many years. Kxceedlngiy bad weath-er durlnK the nrst three months of
1916 have prevented parties Retting
Into tho Held and Inaugurating the
work.

Now that sprlnR Is opening, these
operations are developing very fust.
All over the Kaslein ncld. thc nt

section and throughout the
West these operations are belnr In-
augurated. There Is every reason to
believe that within a year, under the
stlmulu of renewed Interest in nrl- -
mary production, there will be a huge
Increase In the output of petroleum.

Greatest Factor.
Probably the greatest single faotor

In producing the present bulge in
prices was the sudden and rapid falli-
ng; off of production in the Cushlng,
Ok la.. Held.

The Cushlng- - ppol at its maximum
was turning-- out petroleum at a rate
not much under 1,000,000 barrels a
day. It has fallen to rather less than
a third of that amount. As this. Cush-
lng petroleum was about the best In
the country for proportion of gaso-
lene content, the loss of such an Im-
mense volume of oil had an almost
Instant effect on the market. The
question today Is whether the new
developments will shortly produce
enough to tako the place of? that
which has been lost In the Cushlng
territory.

There In a strong; hope that approx-
imate!) this will be possible within
a year or two.

Mexican Oil Fields.
The Mexican situation Is regarded as

likely to prove ar important factor. If
Mexico Is once pacified thoroughly, that
country Is going to witness an era of
development such as it has never
known before, and the hlrh prices of
petroleum win ne to a large extent re
sponsible.

Much the same can be said of China
and Bouth America. If thn oil regions
hat. ? known to exist in Asia and

South America were as well developed
ns those of North America, it Is quite
possible that there would toe a period
of extremely low prices.

It will, however, take years to bring
nnntu tnese developments, and. mean
time, unless prices go very much high-
er, the world's demand for internal
combustion oil Is bound to go on in
creasing,

The best opinion Is that If there, is
any considerable recession In price, It
mu come eiowiy, as inr result or ail
tnese. factors working torether.

It can be said, however, with a good
oeai or assurance, mat people wno
know the mot about the whole petro
leum Mtuatmn are most assuring in
tneir ucw ot tne rutuie.
