Tho consolidation of four indictmentsagainst the bankers individually and
severally accused, will servo to shortenthetrtal, although little hope Is enter-
tained for nn ond to tho controversy be-
fore at least six weeks.

of some of tho funds of. the defunctbrokerage lirm of Lewis Johnson & Co.,
and It is conceded that tho niggs hear-ing will be as bitterly 'fought as was
this litigation.

twenty-eig- ht witnesses, among whomarc the stenographer in the office ofAttorney ..Krank J. Hogan, and severalemployes of the Rlggs Bank. All ofthese, it was announced today, will bo
examined !ns Government twltnejsos.

There were many favorable develop-
ments during the week bearing uoon
the general Industrial situation and,'
unon standard railways and leading In-

dustrials. Including iron and steel
and coDDer nrooertles. but ,bv contrast
with the activity in the specialties these
issues, the best the country affords, re-
mained Inert.

Naturally some disappointment was
manifested over the failure of therailways to maintain the activity andImprovement which 'developed a fort-
night ago. But that movement was ob-

It flattened out after, the short
Interest had covered through the natu-
ral reluctance of the public to extend
its commitments In the faoe of the
crisis with Germany.

In the conservative attitude of the
general public there is much to be
thankful for. for undoubtedly it con-
tributed much to soften the first effects
of Germany's reply to the American
ultimatum.

It may be regarded as doubtful If the

stock market has taken the full meas-
ure as yet of the situation that now
obtains. Friday's violent Initial break
was folqwed by a recovery and a sub-
sequent Interval of uncertainty, which
may foreshadow much or little of the

L future. The general list, all things con
sidered, wave a very gooa account or
Itself and disclosed that tho technical
position Is stronger than many persons
had reason to believe, but stocks were
supported by powerful Interests ad the
securities purchased will assuredly be
resold as'soon as the market is able to
absorb the offerings. As to the extent
