Milk a Day

HE basis of a child's diet should
be clean whole milk—at least a
quart a day. Such mik, In ad-

/ditlon to water, contalny about

half a cupful of the very beat fond
substances—butterfat,. milk sugar, lime,
and other materials needed by the child
to make muscle, bones, and teeth. In
addition. milk contalns a wsuhstance
thought to promote growth by helping
the body make good uae of other foods,
Where good whole milk is not obtain-
able. clean, fresh skim milk .supplies
these substances with the exception
of the butterfat, and ls, of ecourse,
preferable to dirty or questionable
whole milk. Milk, however, contains
very llttla iron, and thersfore spinach

yolks, which are rich in iron, combina
well with miik.

The chil should drink the milk with
the chill taken off, or should consume
his full anart a day with cereals ard
in milk toast, cocoa, milk moups nnd
astews. In cereal puddings, exg-and-milk

ddings, custards, junkets, or slmple
:r creams. Milk stews may be mage

th vegotablen or fish, or tn vary the
diet these thinga can be comb.ned with
ghum sauce an served on milk toast.

of varfous milk dishes which will help
children consume the requisite amount
of milk without srowing tired of this
valuable food. Thoss for milk soups
will be found varticularly useful, as
they gmive the mother an essy means
of proparing many vegolalies whioh
are espontials In the chiid's dlat.
