Our loyalty to our country must be shown in the event of war. It must

also be shown in the far longer times of peace. It must unite us by the
closest bonds of human. fellowship in co-operation Tor the education of

our children, so that we, and the generations that come after us, may
Je ready for the struggle for mastery over the forces of nature, and
for the development of the highest human powers.  Through union,
in an integrated and socialized nation, we can best win our food and
sheltér, we can combat disease and train our children for the finer
things of life. We do not strive merely for mechanized human activity.
Our ideal of democracy is socialized energy. We wish to conserve our
human resources. We wish to conserve our natural resources, If we are
wise we will keep the water power of the country in the possession of
.the people of the country as a whole. If we are wise we will realize
what soil conservation means and will make it the business of the whole
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our national ideal was not strong enough to subordinate these jarring
factors. Altpgether too many of our citizens have their minds centered
in Europe. They seem to be chiefly absorbed in asking, “What will
happen to Germany, to Austria, to Russia, or to England?” Let them
quit trying to shape our politics to meet the interests of foreign nations.
Let them devote their energies and thought to the building of a stronger
and better America, America faces grave problemts. - She needs reso-
lute and unified action on the part of all her citizens. She cannot get

it until they act only as Americans—not as Americans mixed with some-
thing else. '

Preparedness Prime Duty.

Our prime duty, infinitely our most important duty, is the duty of
preparedness. Unles we prepare in advance we cannot, when the crisis
comes, be true to ourselves. If we cannot be true to ourselves it is
absolutely certain that we shall be false to every one else. If we are
not able to safeguard our own national honor and interest we shall

make ourselves an object of scorn and derision if we try to stand up
for the rights of others, We have been sinking into the position of the
China of the Occident; and we will do well to remember that China—
pacifist China—has not only been helpless to keep ‘its own territory
from spoliation and its own people from subjugation, but has also been
helpless to exert even the minutest degree of influence on behalf of
right dealing among other nations,

The preparedness movement will result in a better organization
of our Governnment for all purposes. The effort to organize adequately
along the lines of the prepagedness movement will give us a govern-
ment more efficient in performing the functions of peace. The perfec-
tion of the system of universal social insurance against accident, sick-
ness, and old age which Germany possesses was rendered possible
chiefly because of the discipline, the sense of order, and the power of
co-operation that were established through universal military training.
