Receiving hundreds of communications to supplement my en-
deavors, I again had the matter up with the President on May 26,
and in response to my suggestion that it would not be setting a
precedent that would not be hard to follow, because no other similar
appeal could be made foundsd upon any less worthy and patriotic
cayse, the President on May 31 issued the Flag Day Proclamation,
which was printed in full in The Washington Times.

The public-spirited citizens of the Capital City have since re-
sponded to the President’s Proclamation, and are arranging to fit-
tingly celebrate National Flag Day with a Preparedness Parade.
