The retina may be com-
pared, to a stationary film of a movlnir
camera, the eyeball differing In Its oper-
ation from a motion picture camera In
that the eyeball moves around Instead
of the film, and In that It constantly
and Instantaneously develops its own
pictures and forever renews Itself.

The eye perceives most things, whenyou ray attention to the realities
around, but despite your beat attention
the most resourceful person wltli per-
fect tyta Is blind to th things which
fall upon the snot In the retina where
ui optio nerve enters u.

"Blind Spots" Meet.

Keep Eyes Moving.
The discovery by Dr. Dayton Is not

at all startling. It Is rather curious
that physiologists had not previously
thought to make such experiments to
bring to light the fact that rays ot
light from anything which might fall
uuon the eye's blind spot will produce
no perception of that object's exist-
ence. Not only most laymen, but many
doctors aro unawaro or have wholly
forgotten that they may bo ever so
resourceful, ever so truthful, over so
honest In their purpose, to tell what Is
round about and yet say exactly what
is not so Because or uio Diina spot.

Commonly, when a thing is not
you are told either that you

have been Inattentive or unobservant.
I have heard a teacher upbraid a little
boy "for never seeing what Is on the
blackboard nearest to his Bide." It Is
more than probaole that this bright
child's location was such as to project
an area on tho board upon his blind
spots.

The way to make up for this normal
blindness In everj body's eyes Is to keep
your eves moro In motion than the au-
tomobile drlvAr usually does. A chauf-
feur should not keep a fixed stare ahead
on tho rond.

Morcovcj. each automobile owner and
each chauffeur should visit an experi-
mental laboratory of psychology In
some university, ond become familiar
prerlsely with his own blind area,
Then bv a sn.aU movement of tho ees
tho possibly unseen areas which mUlit
fall upon the blind spots are almost
certain to fall upon the seeing parts
of tho eye.

Times Question Box: Kindlygive mo recipes for makingstrawberry preserves and strw--

u.lljr JCIIJ. u, u, kinq.
HRE are two recipes for preH serving strawberries.

The first is as follows:
Cop the strawberries, nm.

serving all the Julco that flows from
them. Weigh the fruit and allowto eery pound of it ono pound ofgranulated sugar. Put the sugar
and the Juice in h pieserving. ket-tle and cook slowly until tho sugar
Is entirely dissolved: then lay intho berries. Simmer for seven min-
utes: turn all Into shallow, porce-
lain lined pans or stoneware dishesand set in tho hot sun, covering eachdish with a pane of glass. Leave inthe sunshine every day until thesyrup Is thick. Put Into preserve
Jars and keep In a dark, cool, dryplace.

The second recipe Is: Sort the ber-
ries, preserving thoso of uniform
size and perfect shape and use the
remainder for the Julco. Mash thor-
oughly, and let drip through a flan-
nel bag. Measure the strained Juice,
and allow one pound of sugar t ono
pound of Juice. Put over tho fire
In a preserving kettle nnd boll twen-
ty minutes, or until the syrup be-
gins to Jelly when a little Is put on
a cool dish.

Welch the reserved whole berries
and allow an equal amount of sugar.
Add both to the hot syrup In the
kettle, and let them simmer care-
fully. If It soon becomes firm, the
mixture Is cooked sufficiently. The
berries should be cooked through,
yet not long enough to shrivel.

To make strawberry Jelly: Wash
tho berries, and If ery ripe mash,
straining the Juice through cheeso
cloth. Bring this Juice to a boil, to
each pint adding a pound of sugar
heated In the oven. Boll this mix-
ture until a llttlo of It Jellies when
put on a cool plato.
